Aims:
- Ss will be able to improve speaking and listening by expressing their own opinions and listening to others through discussion.

- Ss will be able to refine several notions of various social phenomenon.

- Ss will be able to develop good discussion habit by working in group

(ex. Listening carefully, respect other’s opinion etc.)
 
	Language Skills:
- Speaking: discuss their own opinion about article and supposition
- Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instructions and Ss’ opinions
- Reading: Read the article
- Writing: Write Ss’ opinions and group discussion summary


Language Systems:
- Phonology : N/A(If students ask the pronunciation, T can teach it. But not necessary)
- Lexis: several new vocabulary from the article

- Function: eliciting and predicting , discussing , sharing opinions
- Grammar: A relative(ex. Who, whom, when, where etc.) in the article
- Discourse: expressing opinions, asking questions, and presenting the groups’ opinions
Assumptions about Students:
- Ss are advanced level
- Ss already have a more than intermediate level of reading
- Ss are adults who know there are many social phenomenon and can understand the topic related to marriage and taboos

- Ss are mostly active, they can express their own opinions
	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss may not understand some vocabulary in the article

 -> T tell Ss with easy example

- If discussion is finished early than anticipated
 -> T give Ss more questions for thought or let Ss share the other stories they are already known or heard

- If the discussion is going to the different way

 -> T help Ss concentrate on the topic

-If there is a student who rarely speak

 -> T can ask him(her) about his(her) thought and help him(her) actively
