Getting good English skill has been one of my most desirable things in my life because English is window for me to be able to see and contact world more closely. If I could have got second language easily, I would have not known how much I was eager for it. 
I have been studying English since kid but in spite of my efforts, I easily felt bored and lost concentration. My repeat try mostly didn’t turn out to good success and I had to feel failure. But, when I went to Singapore, I finally had great and memorable experience. I took English language course in Cambridge Language School there. Especially, I remember my English teacher named Angelica. I had been in her classes through the intermediate till the upper intermediate levels for six months and she was managing about 25 students. 
First, I liked comfortable and intimate atmosphere in her class. Her kind and warm impression showed respect and lots of activities she organized helped students to make friends at once. Although students had different age from teenage upto over 40 years old and come from different country but they regarded other people and themselves as same learners so that they could easily become friends and eventually helped each other. My point is that teacher sets well classroom with good atmosphere and once students feel comfortable and familiar each other, students also could contribute to make positive learning atmosphere. Furthermore, good relationship between teacher and students motivates learning.  
Second, her lesson was well-prepared and classroom was managed well with variety activities and skills exercises. Because of large size in student number, students were usually sitting with pair by line and teacher was standing in front of the class as traditional classroom. However, mostly she was involver by involving students actively. As usual ways in modern classroom, she set pair or small group for speaking practice and without moving chairs, students could practice with partners sitting next side or behind by turning back. Also, she used to ask students individual questions and play game with all members together. Indeed, her lesson was not inclined to one language skill improvement. She adopted activities in order to improve speaking, listening, reading and writing skill in balance. It helped students to prevent from getting bored easily. That is the reason why her lesson was special. I don’t think activity itself is simply able to success to motivate students. Activities less relevant with lesson or poor managed activities seem not to receive student’s attention. In the limited time, how effectively teacher organizes and manage class is most important.
In her teaching exercise, especially my favorite was her homework checking because it was very helpful for my grammar study. At first, she used to explain some grammar in the class and then, gave us material as homework. That was one or two papers, which was just nice portion to be finished one day. And then, at the next class, she got students speaking out sentences and filling in the blank with correct answers. If time was not enough to do it, she returned back homework sheets after checking it. In this case, she was good involver and enabler. Homework exercise was to give a chance to students to do self-study and also its good feedback how much students understand her lesson. Additionally, I want to consider about right portion when we give homework material. If homework portion was too much, some students may give up. 
Through my experience, I believe that teacher should help and encourage students to keep going on learning not just delivery their knowledge. My main task as teacher would be how to help students not to lose their interesting in learning. For this, first I would make my effort to create classroom comfortable and myself being available and reachable to students. And, I must prepare lessons with organized activities and skills in effective way. Also, it’s important to give and take feedback in order to check students understanding. In my opinion, lesson should be fun but I don’t mean teacher must be good joker and be funny. I believe that lessons could be fun with well prepared lesson contents and teacher’s enthusiasm.
