	Language Skills:

Speaking : Students will talk about clothes, sing the song and discuss about which dialog is going first and next.

Reading : Students will read the song and ‘buying a shirt’ worksheet.
Writing : Students will take notes during listening the song and role play


	Language Systems:
Grammar : Students will learn by using substitution tables.
Function : Buying clothes by different kind, colour and size of cloth.
Phonology : pants & sandals, sweater & skirt, sneakers & shorts
Lexis : Students will learn the key vocabulary for clothes.
Discourse : Students will learn by filling numbers in ‘Buying a shirt’ worksheet.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
