Finding information on the Internet is fairly easy, as long as you realize what you are searching and can judge what you find. Remember that the Internet is not an edited, ordered, or unified information package like a set of encyclopedias. The Internet supports a wide range of human communication, and this communication reflects all the foibles, intelligence, stupidity, wisdom, aggressiveness, kindness, malevolence, and chaos of human life.
You can think of the Internet more as a vibrant city than as an ordered set of books. As you go about a city in your daily life, you don't believe everything you hear, read, or see. You are wary of strangers and seek out trusted places to do business, shop, or make friends. Have this same kind of sensibility on the Internet.

But be wary of excessive use--don't let the Internet take over your life. Don't use the Web as a kind of mindless stimulation like television. Check your email or find what you need on the Web. Then get out and do something in the real world.

1. Has the arrival of the internet done more harm than good?

	The internet is a network
 connecting computers across the world. The creation of the World Wide Web
 (1989) and web browsers
 (early 1990s) gave ordinary people easy ways of getting around the internet. Over the past fifteen years, millions of different websites have set up, giving people the chance to shop, do business, play, learn and communicate online. Over the same period it has become much easier, cheaper and faster to get online in order to do these things.

The arrival of internet has greatly changed the way in which people search and have access
 to information. News travels faster than ever, and current affairs
 can be discussed on online forums with people from all over the world. Search engines
 like Google and Wikipedia are commonly used for searching information. Many people maintain social contacts through social networking services
 like Facebook and Twitters.
People spend a considerable amount of time on the internet. Some have argued that all this time spend online cannot be healthy, whereas other have cheered the increased possibilities for research, meeting new people and keeping in contact with each other.


2. It's had both bad and good effects. 
In general, the effect on society has been largely good. However, many associated problems such as the lack of quality control and technology's stranglehold (choke) on everything have compensated for the good effects.

	· The internet has a lot of threats in it. One of them is virus infections. Internet security and anti-spyware products can't cover every single virus, and some viruses that even put you in danger of seeing inappropriate stuff. You may have not been doing anything incorrectly, but harm can still come your way.

· Not only are there viruses, but there are also inappropriate websites that reach the incorrect eyes (i.e. minors). These children suddenly get these pictures in their computer, and out of curiosity, fall under the trap put in. This is not something we want to continue, but merely something we want to stop. If this doesn't prove internet is dangerous, nothing does.

· Excess of hours spent on the computer damages health. This includes internet sites. This proves also that internet does a lot of harm. Sure, these may be productive hours, but hey, it's still harming your health.
	· Through the use of the internet, the world is more connected, bringing people from different nations and families together. 

· The internet has also helped connect businesses in different countries together, and has increased communication between governments. 
·  It is also a platform of free speech, leading many to use it as a stage from which to voice their opinions, as well as plan demonstrations, such as those in Tunisia or Iran. 
· The internet also contains a wealth of knowledge, if you know where to look. Information is stored here that can help people learn things they ordinarily would have never known about.

� Scam is when a person tries to cheat you by first giving you a good offer but later on going back on this, as a result of which you lose money. For example, a person calls or emails you and tells you that you have won a lottery prize, but to get the money there is a small processing fee, which you have to pay before the money is sent to you.
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
