(yes -> ask students

No -> move on next )

Has anyone seen someone is stealing?

(yes -> ask students

                      When did you see someone’s stealing?

           What did he/she steal? How did you do after that happen?
 No -> move on next )

<Introduce topic>
Today we will imagine to see a man is stealing something in a shop where you work. And call a police to report about him.

	<Vocabulary>
When you take something without permission. You steal it.

(write ‘steal’ on the board)

CCQ

You steal something. Did you get permission to take it? (no)
If you take someone’s bike from on the street, did you steal it? (yes)
A man steals something from another person or in a shop. He is a thief.

(write ‘thief’ on the board)

A man stole something. He did theft. (write ‘theft’ on the board)

Theft is a crime of stealing.

CCQ

If a man takes something with permission, is he a thief? (no)

Without permission, he is a thief? (yes)
What did he do? (theft)
When you see someone is stealing, you are a witness.
(write ‘witness’ on the board)
Also when you see an accident, you are a witness too.
CCQ

You are a car accident witness. What did you see? (car accident)
When you see a man is stealing a bike. Are you a witness? (yes)
<Prediction>
Let’s imagine you are watching a man is stealing something while you are working and then call a police.

What can you say to the police officer to describe the man?

I will give you 1min. Discuss about it with your partner.

(elicit students ideas – expected answers : appearance, clothes, how old, … on the board what students say.)

<Instruction>

One will be a witness and another will be a police officer.

(point 6 students, one, one after another)

You are witnesses. Look at the photo and less of you are police officers. Turn over the page and look at the form. And witnesses try to remember as many details about this man as you can. But not write down anything.

And police officers think about what you will ask when you get the phone call from witness.

(demonstrate with the dialogue attach, if necessary)

I will give you 2min.

Ok witnesses cover the photo and call the police to report about thief 

to the police officer.

Police officers get the answer about the thief.

Show your partner the picture. Did you get right answer?

Role play2 (change the role)

<Instruction>

Now we will change the role. One will be a police officer who was witness before, and another will be a witness who was a police officer.

(distribute 6 pieces of picture to witnesses)
Ok witnesses call the police. Don’t show the picture to your partner. Police officers get the answer. I will give you 3min.

What should you do?

(run task, monitoring)

Show the picture to your partner. Did you get right answer?
