Laser surgery can change your eye color: 
do you want it to?

	Ever wished you were the blue-eyed boy? You soon could be. A doctor claims he can permanently change a person's eye color in just 20 seconds. Dr Gregg Homer, from Stroma Medical in California said his Lumineyes technology uses a laser tuned to a specific frequency to turn brown eyes to blue. It can be a definitive alternative to colored contact lenses for people who are not satisfied with the natural color of their eyes. However, some are questioning the necessity and vanity of such a surgery.

Here's how the "20-second long" laser procedure works: A computer scans the iris and uses a laser to disrupt the brown pigment on the surface of the iris. Since blue pigment lies beneath the brown pigment, removing the outer layer of melanin can reveal a blue color behind it. Between two and three weeks later, the pigment lightens up, eventually transforming brown eyes to blue. Homer tells it’s possible because all brown-eyed people have blue pigment in their irises. 

Though Homer says tests show no signs of tissue damage from the procedure, other ophthalmologists aren’t so confident about the method. Dr. Elmer Tu, a spokesman for the American College of Ophthalmology, told CBS News that the released brown pigment could potentially blind a person. We should also note that this procedure is irreversible because the brown tissue never regenerates.
Dr Homer says the procedure could be available outside the U.S within 18 months and inside the U.S in three years, due to a longer wait time for regulatory approval. This new cosmetic surgery will cost $5,000. A survey by Stroma Medical suggests that 17 percent of Americans would want the treatment, if they knew it was completely safe.

When laser energy is absorbed by the eye's brown pigment, Homer says the pigment tissue changes and then the body sheds the altered tissue, changing brown eyes to blue within two to three weeks. The brown tissue never regenerates. 
The procedure is still in its testing path. But … when it becomes commercially available, Homer believes it will be popular. Thousands of people have already emailed him describing why they want to make their brown eyes blue.
