	Aims:

- Main : To enable students to improve their grammar skills by reading and talking about “Special Occasions”

- Secondary : Students will talk about “Special Occasions” by group discussion and worksheets.
- Personal : I want to improve on CCQ’s and demonstration.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s explanation and their answers each other.
- Speaking: Students will share their special occasions.
- Reading: Students will read PPT explanation and worksheets.
- Writing: Students will answer on the worksheets.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: None to discuss
- Lexis: Phrases connected with special occasions
- Grammar: Present simple and present continuous
- Function:  To say their special occasions using by present simple and present continuous tenses.
- Discourse: group discussion about their special occasions


	Assumptions:

- Students already know how the class is set up and run.

2. Present Continuous

Eliciting

CCQs
Is he spending his free time now? Yes.

Does he usually spend his time at his farm? No.

Instructions
Dwight has a party at his family farm this evening. What is he doing for the party? How is he spending his day off? Make a story using present continuous tense. Work individually and you have 5minutes.

Demonstration

Dwight is spending his day off at his family farm. 

He usually spends his days off at home, but he as a family party today. He’s preparing for the party and he’s sculpturing the ice.

He doesn’t want to be a salesman all his life. That’s why he’s doing a course in farming at night school.
