- Drawings of 3 students

	Aims:

- Main Aim : To enable  SS to improve their grammar skills by making sentences in the present perfect and simple past tense.
- Secondary Aim : The SS will be able to know the form, meaning, and use of present perfect and simple past tense by listening TT’s explanations, completing worksheets and writing a letter to a pen pal using present perfect and simple tense.
- Personal Aim : I want to minimize TTT and give as much as chances to make examples using present perfect and simple past tense to each student. 


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s explanations and classmates’ letters
- Speaking: Students will practice and make sentences of present perfect and simple past tense
- Reading : Students will read instruction on worksheet and a letter to a pen pal
- Writing: Students will write the answers on worksheets


	Language Systems:
- Phonology : None to discuss
- Lexis: None to discuss
- Grammar: Present perfect and simple past tense
- Function : Write a letter to a friend with sentences using present perfect and simple past tense.
- Discourse : Playing a game with the dice


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- All students are college graduates (Age 23 and up)
- Students have experienced to write a letter to someone
- Students already know teacher’s teaching style and the pace of the class


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Anticipated Problems
	Solution

	-  Students may not clearly understand the form, meaning, and use of present perfect and simple past tense
-  Students may have difficulties in drilling
-  Students may need more time to work on a worksheet.
-  If time is short
-  If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated
	<-> Provide more examples to increase students’ understanding
<-> Demonstrate and give SS more chances to practice
<-> If it takes longer than 4 minutes, monitor students and ask if they need more time
<-> Cut the post activity short and give less time to do an activity
<-> Ask students make more sentences to write a letter to their pen pals

Greeting
TTT:  Hello! Everyone, how’s everyone? Did you all managed to wake up on time this morning? I was running late this morning because I got up late. I locked the door in a hurry and left home. On my way here I tried to find my key but I couldn’t find it. I still can’t find it. I must have dropped it somewhere.

Eliciting
(Put a card said “Soyeong lost key this morning” and “ She still doesn’t have key)

TTT: What is the tense of a first card? Yes, it is simple past tense. If you told an action happened in the past continues to the present, how would you say? Yes, we will use the tense of present perfect tense.
Let’s take a look at a wall chart and find out differences between these two tenses.

( Put a wall chart on the board and explain to students and give a handout for irregular verbs)

CCQs    
-  Is the present prefect tense an action continuing from the past until now?         - Yes
-  Does the past tense tell an action at the time of speaking?                                                       - No

Instructions

Now I’ll give you a worksheet. Complete the sentences according to directions on a worksheet. You will work as a group. You have 4 minutes. 
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

Look at #1.… It says that make sentences from the words in parentheses and use the present perfect or simple past…. Right, your answer would be – It hasn’t rained this week.
ICQs

What are you going to do now?

How many minutes you have?

Are you working individually or in a group?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions
Timing and give them warning – 1 minute left, 30 seconds left
Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.
Check answers: Let students speak complete sentences

	Materials : Worksheets of different pictures, Worksheets for letters, 2 exchanged letter from pen pals, 4 small papers with name on in a paper cup, Board

Eliciting
TTT: What do we call someone you make friends with writing letters, especially someone in another country whom you never met? Yes, we call him/her a pen pal.
CCQs
 Is a pen pal a friend made by writing letters to each other?                                                 - Yes Have people met their pen pals?              - No

Instructions
- You will be a pen pal for each other. You’d like to write a letter to your pen pal with sentences of present perfect tense and simple past. These pictures enable you to recall what you did and have done.
(Distribute a paper of different pictures and a worksheet).
- Let’s find out who your pen pal will be. 
(Let students pick one paper which has each other’s name on from a paper cup and TT will pick one as well)
- Do not tell who your pen pal is. These pictures would tell you about what I did and what I’ve done. 
Explicit ICQ’s 

- Do you write a letter using present perfect and simple past tense to your pen pal?     - Yes

- Do you tell who your pen pal is?               - No

Demonstration
Here are letters between 2 pen pals. 

(Show pictures and put exchanged letters from 2 pen pals on the board and read them)
- Work individually and you have 8 minutes

ICQs
-What are you going to do now?

-How much time do you have?

-Are you working individually or in pairs?

Monitor and timing the activity.

TTT: All right. Time’s up. Now I will take your letter and send your letter to your pen pal.
(Collect letters from students and give a letter to whom it had been written)

Now you have a letter from your pen pal. You’d like to share what they did and have done with everyone. Please read it loudly.
(Let students read a letter loudly)

	Materials: A wall chart for a game, Dice, Drawings of 3 students’ faces, Tape, White board, Board markers

	Procedure
1. Tell me game
Eliciting
It is a small block of wood or plastic that has six sides with different number of spots on each side and it’s used in games of chance. What do you think it is? Yes, it is dice.
CCQs

Does dice have six sides with a different number of spots?                                             - Yes
Is the dice something you eat?                       - No
Instructions
-  Here is a wall chart of a “Tell me game”.

( Put a wall chart on the board)

And I have drawings of your faces right here. 
( Show drawings to the students)
- First you will throw the dice and move your face 
- Make sentences of present perfect or simple past by using a word in the box. 
- Your sentence could be negative or positive.
Explicit ICQs

Do you move your face to a space as the number you get from the dice?                    - Yes
Do you make only positive sentences?        - No   
                                                                  Demonstration
I’ll roll the dice now. 

(Throw the dice and check the number on the dice – Let’s say TT has 3 spots on the dice) 

It shows 3 spots, so I’ll move 3 spaces. I see a word “Teeth” in the box and it says “Present perfect”. I would make a sentence as follows “I haven’t brushed my teeth today because I’ve been so busy doing my homework all day”.
- Work individually and you have 5 minutes.
- The one who go furthest for 5 minutes will be a winner. I have a big gift for a winner.

(Show a gift for a winner to the class)

ICQs
-What are you going to do now?

-How many minutes you have?
-Are you working individually or in pairs?
TTT: Let’s decide who starts first with the numbers from the dice.
Let each student cast the dice and the one who gets the biggest number will start first.
Monitor and timing the activity. 

TTT: Okay. Time’s up. Let’s see who is a winner.
( Find out who gets closest to a finish box and give a gift)

2. Conclude lesson
Give  error correction 
Do you have any questions for today’s lesson? (If none) I don’t hear any mistakes. Unscramble this word.

( Write “I’m hungry, breakfast/eaten/since/anything/ haven’t /for /I” on the board and let students unscramble the word)
TTT: Good job today, everyone! Thank you very much for your participation and I’ll see you all next week.
