	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable students to use sentences with frequency adverbs.
- Secondary Aim: To encourage students to learn the seven different types of frequency adverbs by talking about their daily routines or participating in the group activity.
- Personal Aim: I want to use more gestures when giving instructions.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to a recorded audio clip of Hyori’s weekly routine.
- Speaking: Students will use their speaking skills to share how often they do something.
- Reading: Students will read the worksheets.
- Writing: Students will practice their writing skills when they fill in the blanks and re-write the sentences on the handouts.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Sounds of the words such as “rarely” and “seldom”
- Lexis: Phrases used when sharing how often they do something.
- Grammar: The usage of seven different kinds of frequency adverbs.
- Function: How to write a sentence with frequency adverbs in the right place.

- Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- the basic structure of a sentence 
- how to form sentences with the verb “be,” “have,” and some verbs in the simple present tense


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. Students may not know the difference between “rarely” and “seldom.”
1. I will explain it using the chart that I made in the Powerpoint Presentation file.
2. I may run out of time.
2. If so, I will cut the post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share. 
3. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
3. If so, I will do the SOS Activity.

Eliciting and Prediction:

We’ll see a short clip that shows some pictures of some celebrities. Please watch carefully as the pictures pass by very quickly. And try to notice how often they smile.
(Play the clip)

Did you see how often Daesung, Junho, Siwon, Ga-in, Yui, Jessica, and Sohee smile?
So, what do we call these words that indicate how often someone does something? They describe the action or verbs so they are…?

(adverbs)

They tell you how often or frequent the action takes place, so they are…?
(Frequency adverbs)

Excellent. These words are frequency adverbs.

CCQs

So, are frequency adverbs words that describe who you are? (No)
Are they words that show how many times an action takes place? (Yes)

Are words like “always” and “never” frequency adverbs? (Yes)

Fantastic.

Instructions
To move on, let’s take a peek at Hyori’s scheduler. As we can see, she always jogs, usually studies English, often practices singing, sometimes goes shopping, seldom eats lunch, rarely calls her parents, and never watches TV.
I actually found this information by interviewing Hyori so, let’s listen to her talk. She will talk about her weekly routine.

(Audio clip)
