	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable students to read long passages with a number of important information through making them read a 578 words-long passage about Brazil.
- Secondary Aim: To encourage students to learn new vocabularies used when describing a country.
- Personal Aim: I want to use more gestures when giving instructions.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to each other as they share their answers.
- Speaking: Students will use their speaking skills to discuss about the reading comprehension questions.
- Reading: Students will read a passage about Brazil.
- Writing: Students will practice their writing skills when they do the crossword puzzle and solve questions. 


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Sounds of the words such as “tycoons” and “architectural.”
- Lexis: Phrases used when describing a country.
- Grammar: None to discuss.
- Function: How to answer questions in a complete sentence structure.
- Discourse: None to discuss.


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- the basic structure of a sentence 
- the geographical location of Brazil
- basic terminologies used when describing a nation

- the fact that Brazil will host the 2014 FIFA World Cup


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. Students may not know terms like “tycoon” and “colonial architectural styles”
1. I will try to elicit the words in my pre-activity and allow students to find out the meaning of the terms on their own when solving the crossword puzzle.
2. I may run out of time.
2. If so, I will cut the post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to come up and participate in the game. 
3. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
3. If so, I will do the SOS Activity.

Handout #2

Brazil

Brazil, or the Federative Republic of Brazil, is the largest country in South America in area and population, with about 200 million people. Over the last decade it has also become one of the world’s fastest-growing nations. Economic reforms have given the country new international recognition. 

Brazil is the largest national economy in Latin America. Brazil has a mixed economy with abundant natural resources. It has large and developed agricultural, mining, manufacturing and service sectors. Brazilian exports are booming, creating a new generation of tycoons. Major export products include aircraft, electrical equipment, automobiles, coffee, orange juice, and soybeans. The country has been expanding its presence in international financial and commodities markets, and is one of a group of four emerging economies called the BRIC countries.
Brazil is also home to diverse wildlife, natural environments, and extensive natural resources in a variety of protected habitats. Brazil's large territory comprises different ecosystems, such as the Amazon Rainforest, recognized as having the greatest biological diversity in the world. The rich wildlife of Brazil reflects the variety of natural habitats. Much of it, however, remains largely undocumented, and new species are regularly found. Scientists estimate that the total number of plant and animal species in Brazil could approach four million. Concern for the environment has grown in response to global interest in environmental issues.
The core culture of Brazil is derived from Portuguese culture, because of its strong colonial ties with the Portuguese empire. Among other influences, the Portuguese introduced the Portuguese language, Roman Catholicism and colonial architectural styles. The culture was, however, also strongly influenced by African, indigenous and non-Portuguese European cultures and traditions. Some aspects of Brazilian culture were influenced by the contributions of Italian, German and other European immigrants who arrived in large numbers in the South and Southeast of Brazil.  The indigenous people influenced Brazil's language and cuisine; and the Africans influenced language, cuisine, music, dance and religion.
The most popular sport in Brazil is football (soccer). The Brazilian national football team is ranked among the best in the world according to the FIFA World Rankings, and has won the World Cup tournament a record five times. Basketball, volleyball, auto racing, and martial arts also attract large audiences. Brazil men's national volleyball team, for example, currently holds the titles of the World League, World Grand Champions Cup, World Championship and the World Cup. 

Brazil has hosted several high-profile international sporting events, including the 1950 FIFA World Cup, and has been chosen to host the 2014 FIFA World Cup. In 2009, Rio de Janeiro was selected to host the 2016 Olympic Games, the first to be held in South America and second in Latin America after Mexico.

This year, the Brazilian police have started its efforts to make the country safer before the 2014 soccer World Cup. In November, police went into Rochina, Brazil’s largest slum, to clear it of drugs and drug dealers. Police officers took control of Rochina without firing any bullets. Drug traffickers who live there did not fight back.

Rio de Janeiro leaders say they plan to move into dozens more slums before the FIFA 2014 World Cup begins. More than 1.5 million people live in 1,000 slums on hillsides across Rio. That’s around a third of the city’s population. So far, police have arrested six people and found about a ton of illegal drugs. The city now has the opportunity to provide better services because the police are more in control.
