	Aims:

Main Aim

- To enable SS to learn various expressions and vocabulary for describing people’s personalities and encourage SS to effectively use in real conversation with foreign friends 
Secondary Aim 

- To enable SS to improve listening skill by answering the worksheets 
- To enable SS to practices speaking by sharing their thought through reading and listening.  
Personal Aim
- To delivery friendly and clear instruction to SS

- To enhance interaction between SS




	Language Skills:

- Listening: the speakers’ short chunk conversation about their problem and first impression after they met someone for the first time on the blind date.  
- Speaking:  telling the story to partners, comparing answers within group or in pair
- Reading: worksheets  and checklists 
- Writing:  Dictation from recording. Answering worksheets 



	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Listening and following the script, practice intonation and pronunciation
- Lexis: compound adjectives describing personalities 
- Function:  describing people with various personalities 
- Discourse : expressing own opinion 


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- the meaning of blind date  
- Most of vocabulary (for reading and listening)  
- Their teacher and class mates as the lesson is in the middle of curse.
- All SS are over 25years old and mostly they experience blind dates




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Most of Students may not want to voluntarily answer when teacher asks some questions to whole class.

(If it’s because they are too shy to answer, point particular students name in random and ask directly. 
- Some Students may give wrong answer

( Encourage Students to think again and ask other students
- If SS may ask unexpected question and teacher don’t have idea,

( If its regarding vocabulary question, try to find right answer through dictionary or internet( if its available) 

( If teacher don’t have idea at all, Don’t panic. Just say sorry and promise SS to give an answer next class. 

- If time is short,

( Make third listening activity short by letting SS find error at first listening or skip this activity (depending how many min left) and move to post activity.   
- The lesson finishes early 
( Do SOS activities prepared in advance

	Procedure:
1. Listening to CD “ two interviews” for general understanding 
Instruction: 

Listen to the two interviews about the relationships one year later. First explain SS that we will listen to the next stories of these couples by Journalist having interviews them one year later. Ask SS find out if their relationships have survived and what problem each couple has. 
ICQ :

What do you find from listening? 

< Play CD Track 1 &2  without stopping >

Do you want to listen again?

2. Listening to CD “ two interviews” for detail

Instructions :
Give checklist and ask SS to find which sentences belong to Tom & Kath’s story and which belong to Lisa and Joel’s. Listen to CD.

<SS write answers as they listen>
Now compare the answers with students next to them. Give them 1min.  After that, ask SS to read sentences and answers about whose story.

Instruction: 
Listen to the conversation.  In the conversation, two girls are talking. Find out what they are talking about.

Let SS discuss with your partner what Meg think of Jake. 
Give SS worksheet.  Let SS listen and read the conversation at the same time. Ask SS to find and Underline anything which is different from the recording.

< Play track#3 again>

Check with SS together what they found. Let SS read right sentence as recording. One student read one sentence and next SS read next sentence.  After that, listen to whole conversation again.
