	Aims:

Main Aim

- To enable SS to improve their grammatical knowledge by learning “Will(‘ll) , (be) going to and present continuous”  as three future forms to talk about future and understanding different meaning that each structures imply  in the lesson of “ Future forms : Will(‘ll) , (be) going to and present continuous” 
Secondary Aim

- SS will practice expressing future statements by filling in the blank, correcting sentences, creating conversation and completing sentences while choosing “ Will or , (be) going to or present continuous , whichever is correct or more likely.  
Personal Aim

- I want to deliver better ICQs & CCQs.
- I want to improve my time management skills.



	Language Skills:

- Listening: SS will listen to other SS’s reading sentences and conversations.
- Speaking:  SS will read the sentences loudly and reply their answers. 
- Reading: SS will read the worksheet.
- Writing:  SS will create their dialogue sentences and write the answers. 



	Language Systems:

- Phonology: practicing pronunciation by reading sentences loudly  
- Lexis: different meaning that each future forms and structures imply 
- Grammar:  Future forms ; Will(‘ll) , (be) going to and present continuous
- Function:  Asking future plan, decision and intentions  
- Discourse : expressing own future plan and intensions and making decision 



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- Most of vocabulary in the worksheets. 
- Teacher’s style and classmates since the lesson is in the middle of course.
- How to do group discussion and pair work. 
- Some grammar structures. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Some Students may give either wrong answer or may not be ready to answer.

( Encourage students to think again and ask other students 

- It may take longer than 12min to explain grammar in pro-activity.

( Skip first main activity and move to second main activity  
- If time is too short and less than 5min is left to start post-activity,

( In the post-activity, select two-three SS and ask them to share their works.

 - The lesson finishes early.
( Give SS worksheet and do SOS activity.
( Asking SS what they are going to do after class as SOS activity.

	Future forms  :  Will(‘ll) , (be) going to, Present continuous


	Will(‘ll)

Form : will(‘ll) + infinitive

Use : to state a new decision, to make promise and offers, prediction with opinion

Example:  

It’s cold in here. I’ll switch on the heating.

Don’t worry. I’ll call you tomorrow.

You will have a great time

(be) going to

Form : be+ going to + infinitive

Use : to talk about your intentions, previous decision, prediction with some evidence

Example:  

After university I’m going to travel for a year.

Next time I see him, I’m going to tell him what I think.

I think It’s going to rain.

Present continuous

Form : be + present participle (-ing form)

Use: to talk about future arrangement, appointment and organized events. 

 Example:  

I’m playing tennis with Judy on Saturday.

We’re having a party on Friday night.
