	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instruction and explanation.

- Speaking: Ss will drill and practice activity.
- Reading:  Ss will read work sheets and articles.
- Writing: Ss will complete work sheets.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Practicing new vocabulary and listening to instruction.
- Lexis: Key words and vocabulary in work sheets.

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
