- Main: To enable Ss to improve their listening to real-life conversation
and listening skills by answering the worksheet
-Secondary: To enable Ss to learn vocabulary and idioms for describing 
one’s character and relationships
- Personal: I want Ss to practice speaking by talking with their partner

and discussing with group members



	Language Skills
- Listening: Ss will listen to CD speakers’ conversation, teacher’s instructions 

and classmates’ speaking.

- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by sharing their experiences
- Reading: Ss will read the idioms worksheet 
- Writing: Ss will do dictation and answer the worksheet.



	Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabulary of describing people’s characters 

and idioms used in various situations
- Grammar: relative clauses (usage of who) and past tense
- Function: how to describe about people’s characters
- Phonology: non-discussed
- Discourse: non-discussed



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- how the class is set up and run
- the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

- the meaning of “Blind Date”
- most students have been on a blind date



	Anticipated Problems:                                                    Solutions:

- Ss may not be able to follow the conversation → Let Ss listen to the tracks again

until they can understand it.
- Ss may not be able to pick up details                   → Chunk the listening

- Ss may need more time the work                         → Give Ss some more time 

on the worksheet                                                               and help them

- The lesson finishes early                                         → Ask Ss extra questions

1. Listening for the Main Idea

(general understanding)
Instruction: 
Put your pens down and close your eyes. We are going to listen to the conversation easily. Just listen and then think about the conversation.
(Play CD  once)
(Ss listen to the mp3)

2. What are you going to do?
Okay. Open your eyes.

What is this conversation about?

(Ss: Yes, No…)

2. Listening for Details

Instruction:
Now, I will give you worksheet and then we will listen to conversation again. 
As listening to the conversation answer the questions on the worksheet.

Work individually.

(Distribute the worksheet)

CCQs
1. What are you going to do?

2. Are you working alone?
(Play CD)
Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

-Yes -> Play again

- No -> Have them work going on
Now, I’m going to make you 3groups.
(Make groups)
Now compare the answers with your group members and then you need to make a wall chart about her date based on your worksheet you answered. 
You also need to draw her date picture.

(draw a simple model on the board)

I will give you 10 minute.

ICQs

1. What are you going to do?

2. Are you working in group?
3. How much time do you have?

CCQs

1. Do you know what wall chart is?

2. Have you made before?

(Ss do the activity)

Monitor discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. 

Give 1more minute if they need it.
OK. Time is up.

Let’s put the wall charts on the board. 

And compare the others.

Now listen to the conversation one last time.
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.
