<Greeting >
T: Hello, guys! How are you? How was your weekend? What did you do?

<Eliciting and Prediction>
(Showing Ss a video clip to elicit the topic)

 T: Look at the video.  (A guy is asking a woman for a date.)

T: What comes to mind?  What is the guy doing? /What does the guy want to do? Where do you want to go if you ask for a date to someone? (get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board)
(anticipate Ss to answer ‘asking for a date’)

T: Good today we are going to talk about asking for a date.

	Procedure:

<Instructions & Demonstration >
T: I want everybody to look at the PPT and listen and repeat after me. 
A) -Can I ask you a question?
-May I ask you a question?
-Can I ask you something?
B) -How would you like to go on a date with me?

-Would you go out with me?

-I was just wondering if you’d like to go out..
C) - What time do you want me to come get you?

     - What time would you like me to pick you up?

     - What time do you want me to come by and pick you 

up?

D) -How about 7:30?

     -Is 7:30 okay?

     -Is 7:30 cool with you?

(after turning off the PPT )
<CCQ>
T: At first step, what did we say?
How did we express “date” in other words?
And then What time do you want me to ------- ---- you?

How can we ask the time for meeting shortly?

T: Very good everyone! Now let’s move on to the next.

<Instructions > 

(Distribute worksheets)

T: At the first, you, guys, please just listen to the dialogue carefully!  And at the second time, you can fill in the blank. 
(after 6 minutes)
T: Okay, then… everyone could you speak the answers with one voice?  
T: Very good, very good everyone.  Now we are going to make 
<Instructions > 

T: Now we are going to make a script for role play. So, please make groups of five (5) and your own dialogues of three (3) with the key expressions. I’ll give you 10 minutes.

(I’ll monitor SS and provide additional instruction as necessary.) 
(10 minutes later)

<Checking Answers>

T: Do you need more time?

(anticipate Ss to answer ‘No’)

T: Okay, then It’s a time to play!

(Showing chocolate to SS) I’ll give a reward ‘kisses chocolate’ to a winning team.
Who do you want to play first? 

<Feedback>

T: Wow! You all played splendidly. You are so creative and you can understand the key expressions very well.  So, as I mentioned, I’ll give the chocolate to you all five teams. 
Actually I want you to have the time to discuss about your role-plays one another, but we don’t have enough time. 

So, do you have any good opinions? …… 

Okay, next class we will have the time to discuss.

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Asking for a date








Materials:


-Short video clip (Love Actually)


-PPT (vocabulary & expressions / answers / homework / summary)


-Listening Worksheet (30 copies each)


-Listening CD & CD player (Tracks 1~3: about 1 minute each)


-White board, board markers  














Aims:


Students will learn vocabulary & expressions about asking for a date. (using PPT)


Students will pick up details after listening. (using Worksheet)


Students will practice listening & speaking with pairs and group members (using Role-play)   








Language Skills:


-Grammar: 


-Writing: details (dictation), creating short script (role-play)


-Listening: dialogues


-Speaking: brainstorm, role-play, discussion





Language Systems:


-Lexis: time, date, place,  


-Function: describing to ask for a date


-Discourse: appropriate questions and answers

Assumptions:


-Students are interested in learning about dialogue usage.


-Students can brainstorm appropriate places for a date.


-Students can create their own script for a role-play.


-Students can review the role-play in groups and whole class. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may struggle making the script of the role-play. T will monitor Ss and provide additional instructions and encouragement as necessary.





- Role-play time can be lengthened or shortened.


=>If time is long, cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions.
