<Instruction>
Please make three (3) groups (with gesturing). 
(ex: from Lily to Sang-a is one group, from Si -a to Ji- won is next group, from Hyun to Daniel is last group.)  
I’ll give a worksheet to each group (with dividing worksheets). Discuss the product of the picture with your group and answer the questions.

<Demonstration> 
(by showing my invention work sheet)

Okay! I’ll give you seven (6) minutes. (<== check the present time)
<ICQ> 

1. What are you going to do? (create our own invention and describe))
2. Are you working individually? (No)
3. How much time do you have? (6 minutes)
T: Okay! Let’s start!

(During Ss group task, I’ll put the example sheet on the board and then, monitor and give them time warning!)

T: Three (3) minutes left. 
T: Two (2) minutes left.

T: One (1) minute left. 

T: Time’s up.

T: Okay! First group! Can you tell us about your invention?
(S will tell us about their invention.)

Main Aim:

Personal Aims:


-I want to improve on my ICQ and CCQ delivery.


-I want to improve on my eliciting skill.


-I want to improve on my demonstration skill.


-I want to improve on my delivery ability about topic to students


















































Language Skills:


-Students will read worksheets.


-Students will listen to each other’s speaking within groups.


-Students will speak their own thinking to the class or groups.


-Students will write sentences on the worksheets. 








Assumptions:


-Students are interested in learning about the invention.


-Students can brainstorm appropriate product name and use.


-Students can create their own product according to the paper work.


-Students can compare their ideas with other students in group and whole class.








Anticipated Problems and Solutions:


- Students may struggle making the invention in group activity. T will monitor Ss and provide additional instructions and encouragement as necessary.





- Pre-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions.





- Main-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions





- Post-activity time can be shortened.


=>If time is short, I’ll make use of  S.O.S. activity .
