In English, ‘a’ and ‘an’ are called the indefinite article, and ‘the’ is called the definite article.

When a singular count noun is indefinite, can we use “a” ?  Yes
When we are talking about specific nouns, can we use “a”? No
A and an are called “indefinite articles” You use them when you’re making a general statement about singular (one item) nouns that you can count:

(Show Ss pictures of a rose and a lion as an example)

For example:
A rose is red.

A lion is a dangerous animal.
If you’re making a general statement about plural nouns that you can count, don’t use any article at all:

(Show Ss pictures of roses and lions as an example)

For example:
Roses are red.

Lions are dangerous animals.

You also use a or an when you’re talking about a non-specific noun or one that you haven’t talked about in the conversation already:

Sang Ah ate an apple. (An apple means any apple – it’s not important to be specific.)

We bought a car last week. (Here means that I’ll tell you more about the car now…)
Could I borrow a pen from you? (Any pen-it doesn’t matter which one.)

This man needs to see a doctor!(Any doctor.)
The is called a “definite article”. As you can guess, you use it when you’re talking about a specific noun or specific nouns.
(I will write the following sentences on the board.)

The milk you put in your coffee is sweet.

The first page of the article is very interesting.
You should also use the in a conversation when you’ve already introduced or mentioned a general noun. The first time you mention it, you should use a or an.
