	Procedure:
Eliciting
Have you ever sold something? Or have you ever though about as a salesperson? 

If you can be a salesperson, what kind of conditions do you need?  

(students may answers)

Most important thing is product to sell.
What is the famous animal to people? 

(show picture of dog) 
That’s right! We are going to sell the dog! 

CCQ
Is a dog can speak? 
(Students may answers No.)

Instruction

“Dog can’t introduce themselves, that’s why we have to know about dog as a salesperson. Let’s gather information of dogs”
Demonstration

►Let them show the worksheet beforehand it out. And explain it simply

“Look at the worksheet, we are going to watch video and while you listen you have to fill in these columns of the chart. 

(give students worksheet #1)

1. Watching the video and take note

I’ll play the video clip only one time. Watch it carefully and take notes focusing on the names of each breed group in the chart.” 
[00.00.30 – 00.06.20]
“Write information as much as you can” 
“And don’t worry if you can’t fill every things out, we are going to share with partner and using it as an information. So don’t be nervous”  
ICQ
How many times can you watch? (only one)
What do you have to do while watching it? (take note)
Do you have to be perfect? (No) 
2.share and check
“How was it, isn’t it funny?”
“How many breeds are they? This video clip displays 7 dog breeds right? 

►After students watch the video teacher picks one or two students to share their note if necessary
“Who want to share what you done?” 

►Check 6 breeds if necessary 

(Herding breeds, working breeds, sporting breeds, terrier breeds, toy breeds, non-sporting breeds)

	Procedure:

1. Read the article about dog breeds
► Hand dog breeds worksheet out to students
“let’s read the article, one person should read one paragraph each” 
“let’s start from OOO to the right side”
2. Divide into small groups or pairs and pick the role

“I’ll divide you into pairs, someone sit next to you is your pair”
“if there are more than two students, they’ll be team” 

“Among your group or pair one person going to be a salesperson and the others be customers”
“choose who is going to be a customer or who is going to be a salesperson” 
3. Pick one of dog breeds and be prepare to sell the dog 
 “I’ll give you time to practice, prepare to be salesperson or customer” 

“After 4min you are going to do role-play in front of class”
►hand script sheet out to each pairs
“Here is script, write what you are going to say and don’t forget each groups role-play should finish in 2~3min. 
ICQ
Are you working along? (No)
What are you going to sell? (Dog)
How much time do you have to practice? (4min)

	Procedure:
1. Role-play

“Are you all done? Now first group comes up to the front and show your role play to everyone”
“each groups have 2-3min to do”
►Monitor actively and participate within each group.

►If class doesn’t have enough time to do role-play continues until next class.

Do you have 10minutes?(No)

What are you supposed to do? (Role-play)

Are you working alone? (No)

2. Error correction and feedback
Run the activity and monitor actively. If there is any mistake, correct them later

3. SOS activity

  If class has enough time to do, whole class will play DOG bingo using the dog’s name. 
►Teacher has to prepare extra paper for that.

Second aims: students will improve listening and writing by watching the video clips and taking notes in the chart.   


Personal aims: I want to improve my communicative skills to students. 





Language Skills:


Reading: Students will read worksheet about dog breeds


Listening: Students will watch video clips.


Writing: Students will take a note while watching video clips.


Speaking: Students will do role-play in pairs.





Language Systems:


Lexis: idioms used in describing dog breeds / Function: words used in selling dogs.


Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabularies in the article


Grammar: none to discuss / Discourse: none to discuss

Students are upper intermediate level.


Students are mostly active. The class will work in pairs.

Students are enjoy role-plays and acting out in front of the class.
