	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their reading skills by having students engage in a discussion on urban legend.

Secondary aim: Students will improve their reading skills by having students read an article.
Personal aim: I want to be comfortable with my gestures. I want to be enthusiastic and smile during the lesson.


	Language Skill;
Reading: Students will read reading worksheet and true/false worksheet.

Writing: Students will write the answers on true/false worksheet and write about their own experience.

Speaking: Students will answer teacher’s questions and share their experiences.
Listening: Students will listen to teacher’s questions and other students speak.


	Language Systems:
Lexis: crone, haggard, commotion, frantic, mutilate, urban legend
Phonology: Pronunciations of crone, haggard, commotion, frantic, mutilate
Function: None to discuss.

	Assumptions:
-All students are adults and have heard some scary stories at least once

-Students’ level is upper intermediate and they are familiar with some vocabularies in the article.

-Students can easily make sentences and express their opinions.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

P2- Students might need more than 3 minutes when they read the article.

S1-Teacher will pre-teach those vocabularies
S2-Teacher will give 1 minute or 30 seconds more.

	Procedure:

Guessing about the subject. Eliciting the today’s topic form students by the use of picture1
(Put the picture on the board)

And ask…
Eliciting the word ‘urban legend’
T: What do you see in the picture?  

T: Does it look scary?
T: Have you heard any scary stories?
T: What do you call a form of modern folklore consisting of stories that may or may not be true?

(Students  will answer  urban myth or urban legend)
CCQ

Is ‘Red mask(빨간마스크)’ an urban legend? (Yes)
Is urban legend true? (Yes or No)
 T: Today, we are going to talk about some scary things.
T: What is the scariest thing to you?
What are you scared of? For me, I’m scared of dead animals. Now, I want you to all get up and come to the board and write one thing that scares you the most. I will give you 1 minute.
ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

What should you do? (write one thing that scares you)

How many minutes do you have? (1 minutes)

Monitor students and give them time warning

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.
Write down ‘I’m scared of _____’ on the board. Pick some words on the board and make student say the sentence with the word that they wrote.

T: Ok, let’s see what you are scared of. Staring from Jiwon (pick a person).

Students take turns and say the sentence at a time. (20 students)
T: Very nice job guys.

	Procedure:

Pre-teach the 5words(crone, haggard, commotion, frantic, mutilate)
T: Before I give you an article, I want you to look at this chart.
(Put the chart on the board)

T: What’s the other word of an old witch? It rhymes with drone. ‘crone’
CCQ

Is Rachel a crone?

T: When someone looks very tired and have baggy eyes. We say what? It’s an adjective. We say ‘haggard’.

CCQ

DO I look haggard? (Someone will yes and someone will say no)

T: When there is a lot of noise, and confusion, what do we call that? It rhymes with emotion. Anyone know?
We say commotion.

CCQ

If there is no noise or disturbances, can we call it commotion?

T: It’s an adjective which means you are acting really wild and crazy because he is frightened. What do we call it?

We say ‘frantic’. 

CCQ

Can crazy person be frantic?

T: When a person’s or animal’s body is severely damaged, we say ‘mutilated’.

CCQ

Does mutilated mean someone’s body is in perfect condition?

(Handout reading worksheet)

T: Now I want you to read this article individually, you have 3 minutes.

ICQ

How many minutes do you have?

What are you going to do?

Are you guys working individually?
Monitor students and give them time warning
T: You have 2 minutes.
T: You have 1 minute left.
T: You have 30 seconds left

T: Time’s up.
T: Now I’m going to hand out the next worksheet. It’s true or false questions. I want you to choose true or false based on the article you read before. I will give you 1 minute to work on and I want you to work individually.
ICQ

How many minutes do you have?

What are you going to do?

Are you guys working in group?
Monitor students and give them time warning.

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: You have 10 seconds left.

T: Time’s up.
Check the answers with the students. Pick 10 students(10 question). Call out name.
T: Nice job guys.

	Procedure:

Give instructions. And model the task
T: Now, I want you to look at this picture. What I want you to do is look at the picture from the movie and come up with the things that scare you.
(Show them the example)
T: I was given a poster of the movie called ‘Scream’
I will say,

I’m scared of the unidentified mask.

And also cared of the pirate hand hook that he uses.

T: I want you to come up with at least 3 or 4 things from the movie that scares you. I want you to work in groups. And you have 3 minutes.

Divide the class into 3.

T: I want you to be group A, B, C. (Call out the name and make them feel that they belong to the group)

ICQ

Are you working alone? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (1min)

What are you going to do? (think)

Monitor students and give them time warning.

T: You have 2 minutes.

T: You have 1 minute left.

T: You have 30 seconds left.

T: Time’s up.

Check the answers that students come up with.

T: Now, I want you to present what you got. First group, what is the scary thing from that picture?
T: Nice job and very interesting.
T: You guy did a wonderful job today
You didn’t make any mistakes.

Let’s unscramble this sentence.

Feedback-Error corrections

Write /ghosts/I’m/of/scared/
Students answers.
