(attach a picture of tiger(a tiger is biting a lion) )

Now,

And It’s an individual work.

For example,

You have to find the answer on the puzzle sheets. After you finish, please check your answer on the board.
You have 4 minutes, and it’s a group work.
Before we start, let me show demonstration.

(Show Ss a puzzle sheet)
