	Aims:

Students will be able to …

- learn vocabulary and expressions related to shopping by completing worksheets.
- improve listening skills by listening chunks of the dialogue and filling the blanks while

they are listening. 

- improve speaking skills from practicing the dialogue and doing role-play.

- practice writing by making their own role-play.


	Language Skills:
Listening: students listen to the dialogue from mp3 file and other students’ speech

Reading: students read the script of the dialogue.

Writing: students write their own role-paly and fill in the blanks.

Speaking: students practice the dialogue and do role-play.


	Language Systems:

Phonology: practice intonation and pronunciation within the dialogue. 

Lexis: worksheet 1
Function: when you go shopping

Discourse: N/A

Grammar: N/A


	Assumptions:

- Students know how the class is set up and run.
- Students know their level is intermediate.

- Students know their teacher’s teaching style and rapport has been built up.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not follow the dialogue and have difficulties in understanding.
     -> Provide the script earlier and read it together first. 
Then try to listen to the dialogue again.

- Students may take longer to do worksheets or make role-play than expected.

    -> Proceed the worksheets as scheduled, and give a few more minutes of extra time.
- Students may finish the given work faster than expected.
    -> Give students time to discuss and share their experiences and opinions.

Greeting

Hello, everyone. How are you? 
Eliciting

Did anyone go shopping on the weekends? Do you like to go shopping? Have you heard of this term "window shopping"? 

(Elicit the meaning of window shopping by asking a question and write the word on the board)

Alright, so today, we will listen to the dialogue of two people at a shop and learn some new vocabulary and expressions related to shopping.

	Procedure:

Worksheet1.
Instruction

Work in pairs or group of three. Read the sentence in each problem, try to guess the meaning, and find other expressions or sentences that have the same meaning with the sentence in the question. Check your answers with your partner(s). You will have about five-six minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

For example, let’s look at #1 in the worksheet. It says, “It looks like a good fit”. I would say it means “it looks good on you” or “that size fits you perfect”. Then find a sentence from the box, and write below. 
ICQ:

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

What do you write below each question?

Monitor discreetly. Give time warning: 1 min left. 
Check answers: Let students call out the answers they got when I ask questions. 
Go through each question and explain the meaning if necessary.

Practice pronunciation of each sentence by repeating after the teacher.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for general understanding

Instructions

Put your pens down and close your eyes to focus on listening to the dialogue only. Try to imagine a picture of this situation while you are listening and try to understand what they are talking about. 

ICQ:

Do you take notes while you are listening?

Are you allowed to talk while you are listening?

(Play the dialogue)

Do you need to listen again?

  - yes: play one more time

- no: go on to next step.

Where do you think this conversation is taking place in?

What is this person trying to buy?

Did the person buy the item or no?

2. Listening for details.

Instructions

Now, we will listen to the dialogue one more time, and this time, you will have to fill in the blanks individually on the worksheet that I’m going to hand out. 

(Distribute worksheets)

ICQ:

Are you working alone?

Are you allowed to talk while you are listening?

What do you do while you are listening?

(Play the dialogue)

Discreetly monitor.

Do you need to listen again?

   -Yes : play again. (If it seems that they are having a hard time

 to fill in the blanks, play the dialogue in chunks.)
   -No : go on to the next step.

Check answers with your group members and discuss.

3. Reading the script and practicing intonation and pronunciation.

Instruction

(Provide the script)

Read the script together. Let students practice intonation and pronunciation of each sentence in the dialogue.

1. Production

Instruction
Work in pairs or group of three. Make your own dialogue related to shopping that is 30s to 1 min long. You can use expressions from the worksheets that you worked earlier. You will have 5 min.
ICQ:

Are you working alone?

Is your dialogue 3 minutes long?

Is your dialogue about your family? 

What is the topic of your dialogue?

Monitor actively.

Give time warning: 1 min left.

Pick one or two groups or get volunteers to present in front of the class. 
2. Conclude lesson

Briefly go over some of the expressions learned in the class.

Give homework
Search for three expressions used when you want to exchange or return the items that you previously purchased.

Good job, everyone. I can see you all did very well. I hope you can use these expressions a lot when you go shopping.
