	Language Skills:

Speaking: students will have a debate on private education.

	Assumptions:

- Students know how the class is set up and run.
- Students are all adults and know their level is advanced.

- They have experienced private education themselves and are aware of current education system well.

- Students know their teacher’s teaching style and rapport has been built up.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems:
Students may not finish their work in time

Students may finish their work faster than expected

During the discussion, some students might get quiet and not actively involved.
	Solutions:
I can skip Debate part 2 or reduce its time by letting them write their reasons on the board. Or, I can skip the game in the post activity and choose one person to represent his/her opinion.
I can give more time to share students' idea in the post activity. Or I can run S.O.S activity.

I can encourage them to speak more by offering some extra credits as a positive reward. (Or I can announce that I'll take a few points off if you don't speak at all during the discussion as a negative punishment.) Or when I monitor students' discussion, I can ask some questions to them to make them talk.

	Eliciting
(Show a photo using a projector/ PowerPoint)

Let's look at this photo for a second.
What do you think they are doing? (studying)

Where do you think they are? It's not school. (hagwon)

That's correct. Students these days study not only at school but also at hagwons (private institutions). 

What do you call this that students learn and study other than that they learn at public school? It's opposite to public education.

(Private education)

CCQ:

Is private education something you can get from public schools? (No)
Is private education usually more expensive than public education? (Yes)
So today, our topic of the lesson is private education.

(Write today's topic on the board)
Worksheet1.
Instruction

Read the two given partial articles in Worksheet#1 and write answers for the questions.
Work in pairs or three to discuss and share their answers.
ICQ:

Are you working alone? (No)
How much time do you have? (4min)
What do you do with Worksheet#1? 

(Read, write, and discuss)
Monitor discreetly. Give time warning: 1 min left. 
Students will present Worksheet#1.
(You will be using those answers from Q#2 on the next activity)

	Procedure:

1. Debate (Part1)
So now, we are going to have a debate on private education. One group will support private education and the other group will represent that private education is not necessary.

Instructions

Divide the class into two groups by the middle line. (10 people in a group) People who are on the right side of the classroom will represent advantages of private education, and the people who are on the left side will represent disadvantages of private education. (I want you to sit closely together with your group and you can adjust your seating to do so.) You will have 7 minutes to discuss, and I want you to write three critical reasons that you support your side.
(It would be helpful to use those answers you got from Q#2 on the worksheet to support your side)
Demonstrations

For example, if I'm sitting on the right side of the classroom, I need to come up with advantages of private education to support private education. So, maybe I'd say that I can learn a lot more from private institution than from school, and it makes Korean students smarter than the students from other countries. 

ICQ:

Are you working alone? (No)
How much time do you have? (7min)
What are you going to do? (Discuss and write)

Monitor actively

Give time warning (1 min)

2. Debate (Part2)
Okay, how was your discussion?

Instructions

Now, I'd like you to take turns to present top three ideas from your group. You all have three reasons to support your side, right? So pick three people from your group and share one reason at a time.

Demonstrations

For example, (one person's name from the right side) will say his/her idea, and then (another person's name from the left side) will say his/her idea to support each side, and take turns like that.

ICQs:

How many people will represent the ideas from your discussion? (three)

What are those three people going to do? (Share their supportive reasons)

Does one group say all three things at one time? (No)

Students will represent their discussion.

How much time do you have? (1 min)
What are you going to do? (Think)
Okay, let's begin now!
Error correction and feedback

Good job, everyone. I can see some excellent supportive ideas from you. Are there any questions?

Excellent, you did an awesome job. Thank you all.

1> Private spending on education highest among OECD countries
Korea ranked second among 34 OECD member nations in terms of the ratio of public education spending to the gross domestic product, according to the organization’s 2011 edition of Education at a Glance, released Tuesday.
The country spent 7.6 percent of GDP on public education ― 4.7 percent by the government and 2.8 percent by the private sector ― in 2009, much higher than the OECD average of 5.9 percent, the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology said, citing the OECD data. Iceland came first at 7.9 percent.
“The spending by the private sector on public education was the highest among OECD countries for the 11th consecutive year, indicating that Korean parents rely heavily on private tutoring for children’s education,” a ministry official said.
2>Private Education and Teachers
Education experts often liken private education to an arms race ― parents engage in never-ending competition to let their children get ahead of others, staking all resources, and this vicious cycle goes on. Parents rely heavily on cram institutes because schools fail to perform their proper functions: teaching students what is worth learning well. Against this backdrop, the Lee Myung-bak administration has been championing ``self-regulation and competition'' as its guiding education principles in its belief that schools will be able to stand at the vanguard of tackling private education.
