	Aims:
- Be aware of vocabulary and expressions related foods
- To learn how to order a meal in the restaurant
- To practice and improve speaking, listening and writing skills 




	Language Skills
- Listening: Ss will listen to CD speakers’ conversation, teacher’s instructions and classmates’ speaking.

- Speaking: Ss will practice their speaking by sharing their experiences

- Reading: Ss will read the international dishes worksheet 

- Writing: Ss will answer the worksheet.




	Language Systems:

- Lexis: vocabulary of international dishes and expression used in ordering a meal
- Grammar: modal verbs would  and will  for requests
- Function: how to order a meal
- Discourse: expressing opinion, asking Wh- questions
- Phonology: non-discussed




	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.

-Ss are at an intermediate level and have already known vocabulary in text. 

-Ss are able to express their ideas and opinions in English.

-They are mostly active. The class will work in groups (three groups of 4).

-Familiar with role-plays and acting out. 




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Students may not know vocabulary words in the story.


-> Encourage Ss to guess from context  

The post-activity may finish earlier than expectation.

      -> Review today’s topic and gets Ss’ feeling 
If time is short

-> Cut reviewing today’s topic and reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions

	Procedure
1. Eliciting :
Look at the picture.  (Picture of a variety of foods)

What are these foods made of? (get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board)
Put the foods in order from your favorite to your least favorite.
Ss say... 
What are three other foods you enjoy?

Ss say...
There are many foods in the world in addition these foods.
Today we are going to talk about international dishes and ordering these dishes. 
Instructions:
Before we listen to the conversation, I want everyone to answer this worksheet alone. (Giving Ss worksheets #1) 
Read a variety of dishes in the worksheet and complete the chart.
I will give you 3 minutes.

CCQs
1. What  is  the ‘sushi’?
2. Do you know the ‘burrito’ means a tortilla folded over a filling beef, chicken, cheese or beans?
3. Which dishes have you tried?

(Ss do the activity)
Monitor discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. 

Give 1more minute if they need it.

Alright. Are you done?
Check Answers with the Ss.

	Procedure
1. Listening for the Main Idea

(general understanding)
Instruction: 
Put your pens down and close your eyes. We are going to listen to the conversation easily. Just listen and then think about the conversation.
(Play CD  once)
(Ss listen to the mp3)
Okay. Open your eyes.

What is this conversation about?

What does the customer order?
Does he order the dessert?

(Ss: Yes, No…)

2. Listening for Details

Instruction:

Now, I will give you worksheet and then we will listen to conversation again. 
(Distribute the worksheet)
You will have a worksheet. Look at the worksheet. There are true or false questions. Check in true or false. You can share the information with your group mates. I will give you 3 minutes.

(showing Ss demonstration)

CCQs
1. How much time do you have?

2. Will you check the answer or write T/F?
(Play CD)
Let students write answers as they listen.

Now, I’m going to make you 3groups.
(Make groups)
Now compare the answers with your group members and then you need to make a wall chart about his ordering menu(draw a simple model on the board)

I will give you 10 minute.

CCQs

1. Do you know what wall chart is?

2. Have you made before?

(Ss do the activity)

Monitor discreetly.

Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. 

Give 1more minute if they need it.

OK. Time is up.

Let’s put the wall charts on the board. 

And compare the others.

Now listen to the conversation one last time.
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.
