	Procedure:

Elicit the word “favorite”
(I’ll post the picture of Keira Knightley on the board and show Ss)

Do you guys know this person? Yes, she is Keira Knightley. She was starred in ‘Pirated of the Caribbean’.  Actually I’m a fan of her. So I know her well. For example she loves rock and hip hop music and she likes French fries and ice cream most.
In other words, we can say, rock and hip hop music are her (              ) music.

CCQs:

	Procedure:

Ss can be a interviewer and interviewee.
Instruction:

(Distribute the worksheets)

(Let Ss draw lots.  I prepare a paper cup with lots)

All of  you guys have other’s name. You shouldn’t have your name. Let me know the name that you picked. 
(Check the Ss’ name.)
(If Ss are odd-numbered, there are 2Ss who get the same name. One of them will  receive different worksheet written different questions. )

Now we’re going to interview someone who we picked. At the same time we are interviewer and interviewee. Using this worksheet, ask the questions and write the answers. I’ll give 5 minutes.
Demonstration:

(I’ll explain this activity by myself. I’ll point me myself)
Rachel, What kinds of music do you like?

I like pop music. (I pretend to write answers.)
And what color do you dislike?

I dislike red. (I pretend to write answers.)
ICQs:

1. What are we going to do? (interview)
