Eliciting:
(I’ll show Ss the pictures of sleeping, fishing.)
What is she doing?

(Ss may answer ‘She is sleeping’)

What is he doing?

(Ss may answer ‘He is fishing’)

That’s right. (I’ll write the answers and underline gerunds.)
Do you know what those are called?

Right. We call these ‘Gerunds’
CCQs:
Where is the gerund? Is it gerund? (I’ll point ‘sleep’. And Ss may answer ‘No’)
Or is it gerund? (I’ll point ‘-ing’. And Ss may answer ‘Yes’)

Read and match

Instruction:

The gerunds are used as nouns. They can be the subject, the object of a verb, the object of a preposition and the subject complement in a  sentence. 

Is it difficult? Don’t worry about this. Let’s check this by using the examples. (I’ll distribute the worksheets)
First, I’ll make 4 groups.

(I’ll make Ss 4 groups. Subject/object of a verb/object of a preposition/subject complement)
Let’s look at the worksheets. As you see, we’re going to read and match to proper usage.

Demonstration:
For example, ‘Smoking is not good for you.’
This sentence will be matched to subject.

‘They like singing.’
This sentence will be matched to object of a verb.

(I’ll write these on the board.)

Guess what he/she is doing

Instruction:

We’re going to guess what he or she is doing.

I’ll give you these cards. When you guys receive these cards, you should not share with your partner. 

(I’ll distribute the worksheets and the word cards.)
You should memorize it and then act out according to your cards in the order of this worksheet. But you have to act in only 5 seconds. OK?

I’ll demonstrate it.

In the order of this worksheet, who’s the first? (Chloe) She has the card. Can she share her card? (No) She just memorize it and act out according to her card. Chloe, please act out according to your card? (She will do)
Then we guess what she is doing and write the answer on her name. I’ll give you 3 minutes.
