	Target Sentences:

-What is the matter?

-I have a headache/stomachache/cold



	Materials:

Flash cards(6), wall chart(1), worksheets(14), name tags(12), magnets



	Aims/Objectives:
-Ss will be able to learn some useful hospital vocabulary and sentences by completing worksheets.
-Ss will be able to boost their imagination and creativity through role-play activity.

-Ss will be able to achieve confidence by presenting their ideas in front of their classmates.



	Assumptions:

-Ss already know what hospital is.
-Ss already know “Hospital song”.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss might not know what hospital is – Check their knowledge by asking a question: Can anyone tell me what hospital is?
-Ss might not know “Hospital song” – Demonstrate first with a wall chart on the board

	-Learn the song and sing with partners
-Do the worksheets with partners
-Give the answers

-Do the role-play activity
	-Introducing and demonstrating the “Hospital song”: Now, let’s sing the “Hospital song” together! First, let’s listen.
-Pairing the Ss: With your partner, take turns and sing the song. 

-CCQs: What is the title of the song? What will you do with your partner?

-Passing out the worksheets and giving instructions: With same partners, do the worksheets together. After completing the worksheets, take turns and each person has to play both A and B. 
-CCQs: Are you working alone? Do you play only A or B? 

-Eliciting answers from the Ss: What are the answers? Cold, have, headache, matter, have a stomachache
-Giving instructions: What we are going to do now is role-play. In groups of three, each person will play a doctor, nurse, or patient. Imagine you are at a hospital and play the role you chose for 10 minutes. Each group member should have at least two lines. You will present your group’s situation after the activity.

-Demonstration:  A-How can I help you? B-I think I have a cold. A-Let me see. No. You are fine. Bye-bye.
-CCQs: How many are there in one group? How much time do you have? How many lines each person has to speak at least? 

-After 10 minutes, have each group present their play in front of the classroom.
