<Elicitation>
T: Can you see in the picture?
(T shows a picture #1)

T: What is it? 
 (Ss say it is piece of paper)
T: That’s right. What can you see in the picture?
(T shows a picture #2-1, picture #2-2)
(Ss say it is TV)
T: This picture and that picture all have something in common. What do they have something in common. 

(T shows picture#2-1 and # 2-2) 
This is just paper but they are electronics.
Listen carefully we used the preposition in for paper sources of information.

But we used preposition on for electronic sources of information.

 (T writes on the board about the rules of on and in)
<CCQ>
Do the preposition ‘in’ use for paper sources of information?( Yes)

Do the preposition ‘on’ use for electronic sources of information?(Yes)

Are their rules difficult for you?(No or Yes)

-What are you going to do?(Checking answers on the board)

T: Are you ready to start!

(T read sentences one by one.)

 (T can give candy to a winner team)
 (If time is not enough, I can read until #5)
T: You did good job. 
<Error or Correction>

(If there are any mistakes, T corrects them.)

T: I’d like to tell you error correction. Movies and film are electric sources but we use the preposition in.
 (T writes in a movie on the board.)

Language Skills:

Language Systems:


-Phonology: T and Ss’ speeches
