	Aims/Objectives:
-Ss will be able to develop their listening skill through the story-telling activity.
-Ss will be able to boost their creativity by making their own titles of the story.



	Assumptions:

-Ss already know the required etiquette for listening to a story.
-Ss already know some basic words in the story.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss might not know the required etiquette for listening to a story: Elicit how they should behave while listening to the story from Ss
-Ss might not know some basic words in the story: Pre-teach some words by eliciting from Ss before telling the story

	-Eliciting target vocabulary from Ss: 1. Amy and Soo live close to each other. What are they? 2. (Drawing a pot on the board) Who can tell me what this is? 3. (Taking a student’s pen) I am borrowing …’s pen. What am I doing? 4. (Giving the pen back to the student) I am returning the pen to ... What am I doing? 5. Who knows what ‘give a birth’ means?

	-Listening to the story
-Creating their own title of the story and the book cover

-Presenting their work afterwards


	-Instruction: I will show you the pictures two times. First time, you will just look at the pictures and guess what the story would be about. The second time I show you the pictures, I will tell you the story.

-CCQs: How many times are you going to see the pictures? What will you do when you see the pictures for the first time? What will I do for the second time?

-Show Ss the pictures.

-Elicit some responses from Ss. 

-Story-telling: There was a man and his neighbor living in a town. One day, the man borrowed a pot from his neighbor. Many days passed, but the neighbor did not get his pot back, so he went to the man’s house and asked where his pot was. Then, the man said, “Oh, your pot gave a birth to a baby pot in my house. Here, take the mommy pot and the baby pot together. They are all yours” The man gave the two pots to the neighbor. The neighbor was very happy and went home. A few days later, the man borrowed the same pot from his neighbor again. Just like the last time, he did not return it back to the neighbor for a long time. The neighbor went to the man’s house, thinking, ‘I would go home with two pots again. Haha.’ When the neighbor asked the man where his pot was, the man said, “Oh, I am sorry. Your pot died yesterday.” The neighbor got mad and shouted at the man. “Are you crazy? How can a pot die?” The man said, “You believed me when I told you your pot gave a birth to a baby pot. Why not this time?” The neighbor stood there without a word.
-Write “What is the title of the story?” and “The title of the story is…” on the board.

-Instruction: (Grouping Ss) With your group members, you will do two things: first, decide the title of the story and second, draw the cover of the book. You have about 5 minutes. Each group will present their work after that. When a group is presenting, the rest of the class has to ask, “What is the title of the story?”, and the presenters should say, “The title of the story is …” and describe their book covers.
-Demonstration: The title of the story is “The neighbors and the pot”, and this is the cover of the book that I drew (showing the example cover). I drew a pot in the center, because it plays the most important role in the story.
-CCQs: What are the two things we are doing now? Are you working alone? How much time do you have? What do you have to ask to the presenter?

	-Instruction: Close your eyes for 1 minute and think about the lesson of the story. After 1 minute, share your opinion with your partner. The person sitting on the right will move clockwise after every 30 seconds.
-Demonstration: In my opinion, the lesson of the story is “Don’t be greedy.”
-CCQs: What are you going to talk about with your partner? How much time do you have to close your eyes? Who is moving? Clockwise or counter-clockwise?
