	Aims:

Main Aim
- To enable SS to improve their speaking skills through group discussions and presenting their work to class 
Secondary Aim
- SS will practice and become comfortable with expressing their opinions in group discussion and be confident to use some idioms and expressions through the story telling activity.
 Personal Aim

- I want to improve on ICQ’s delivery.
- I want to do eliciting in a comfortable and an easy way.
- I want to be confident to teach students.

	Problems and Solutions:

Students may not feel comfortable talk in front of others. 

Encourage students and make them feel comfortable by compliments.

Students may have a difficulty in making sentences using new expressions and idioms
Teacher will demonstrate how to use those expressions and idioms.
Some students may not be ready to answer

Teacher will encourage students to think again or give time to think.

The class may run too short

Teacher will cut post-activity or ask only 1-2 students to share their ideas.

1. Guessing about the subject
(elicitation)

Eliciting the today’s topic from Ss by the use of Picture 1,2,3 & giving the meaning of the topic

Questions for eliciting:
 What do you see in the picture?

What are they doing?
What is called this? It is the ceremony that is held when the body of someone who has died is buried.
(Ss finally say the word “funeral”)

CCQ
· Is it possible to have funeral without dead person? (NO)

· Can you see any crying people in funeral? (YES)

2. Introduce the topic 
T: Is there anyone have experience went to the funeral? / What did you feel? 
(If Ss are reluctant to answer it, call on 1-2 students to share their experience.)

S: students respond

Show the picture and ask students to find out the difference and guess the reason.

T: As we can see, the funeral ceremony is slightly different according to countries. What makes the funeral different?

(If Ss are reluctant to answer it, call on 1-2 students to share their opinion.)

T: ___________do you have any idea?

S: students respond, culture, religion etc.

Instruction

Give SS expressions and idioms worksheet and set up pairs.
Distribute the worksheet.

T: Today I will show real story related to funeral. Before moving on the story I want you to guess the idioms and expressions. The left side is some of the useful expressions and idioms, so what you have to do is match the meaning on the right side. You can discuss it with your partner. I’ll give you 1minutes.

ICQ’s
· Are you working individually?

· How much time do you have?

· What are you going to do?

T monitors SS by going around the class room.
Time warning (30 second)

T may ask 1-2 students to come up the front and match the expressions and idioms on the board. (put the idioms and expression card on the board)
T: ________can you show your idea?

Discuss with class

T: Well done, everybody. Now we know some of the useful idioms and expressions. Hopefully we all get familiar with those expressions, and use them.
