-Eliciting

(Put wall chart on the board)
T : There is a man exercising in the gym. And here we can see the man is going out of the gym in an hour.

We can say

Look at this picture(pointing out second drawing). It’s the same picture as the above but we can see the man is still exercising at the gym in a hour. Then we can say

A man (             ) (                       ) (                         ) for a hour.

Like first situation, when we say something is already finished at the moment I say, we use present perfect. 
And when we say something still ongoing at the moment I say, we can use present perfect progressive.

We have accent here. Let’s pronounce together.(repeat progressive 2times) 

Okay, good.

Can we describe something is ongoing through present perfect? No
Do we use present perfect progressive when we say something already finished? No

Excellent!

(write down “all about Lucy” on the board)
