T: Everyone! Please look at these pictures. What is the common thing between these pictures? 
S: rich? Millionaire?
T: That’s right! What do you call someone works very hard and make lots of money for himself or herself?

S: A self-made man/woman

T: Excellent! Here is another self-made millionaire (with showing “Madam C.J. Walker”) Do you know who she is?

S: No.

1. Does “self-made” mean getting help from others? (No)
2. Does “self-made” mean doing things by oneself? (Yes)  
T: Today we’re going to talk about “self-made millionaire”.
<Instruction>

T: Two (2) minutes left.

<Demonstration>

Aims:


Main Aim: To enable students to improve their reading skill by having students engage in a discussion on “Madam C. J. Walker”.

Language Skills:

- Pre-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions.





- Main-activity time can be lengthened.


=>If time is long, reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions





- Post-activity time can be shortened.


=>If time is short, I’ll make use of S.O.S. activities.
