	Procedure:

On the board, write Why? in large letters. Demonstrate the activity with one student. 

T: Think of a place you'd like to visit.  (The S answers, ask)

T: Why? (After the answer, ask again) T: Why?

Each time the S answers, make a mark on the board.
Keep going until the S can't answer anymore. 

Then,  write down "Where would you like to go?" above "Why?"

T: Work with a partner. Ask your partner where he or she would like to go. Every time your partner answers, ask "Why?" Check how many times your partner can answer? 

I'll give you 3 minutes. 
T: (as ICQ ): So now what are you supposed to do?

    Yes, Find a partner, ask questions, and check. If your pair finishes, then you can find other partner to do the same thing. Now let's begin.

As Ss work , walk around and observe them, making sure the answers to the why Qs are about the response, not the original place.)

	Procedure:

Realia/pictures of New York  city are posted on the board. 
T : Look at the board . Where do you think these places are in?   (After Ss answer,) T: Yes, they are in New York.

Tell the students that two people are visiting New York City. Have them look at the list under LISTENING FOR KEY WORDS part on the book. 

T: Look at page 44. What do you see in the picture? (Ss answer.) Yes. Two girls and a man. These girls are Shawn and her friend Sue-hee. They are visiting New York City. Before listening what they say let's think about places in New York.
T: Look at LISTENING FOR KEY WORDS. Did you find it? (Ss answers). Good. Are there any words you don't know? Shall we read them together?

(Listen/Repeat several times.)

Then have students write what they know about the places with the partner.

T: Now, write what you know about the places. You can work with your partner.

	Procedure:
Have Ss listen to the tape. 

T: Now listen. Check the places you hear.

T: Then let's move on the " Listening for categories"

    Listen again. Which places are on the morning tour? Write M next to them. Which are on the afternoon tour? Write A next to them. 

Play the tape. 

To check, have Ss call out their answers.

T: So, What do you think? What do you think Shawn and Sue-Hee will decide to do?

Encourage Ss to answer. 
Give them script with some blanks.

Have them listen again to fill in the blanks.

Have them role play in groups of three.

T: Now we’ll going to work in groups of three. Listen and fill in the blank first, then, do a role play with the script. One will be Shawn, another Sue-hee, and the third the man, clerk.

Then have them make a plan what places they want to go in New York, and do the role play with their own list.

   - Reading : 


   - Listening : the speakers' dialogue about places they want to visit in New York


   - Speaking : Asking why and giving reasons


   - Writing : write a paragraph describing a special place they went to or they want to go 





Language Systems:


   - Lexis: Names of famous places, /   - Grammar & Structure: Past tense, singular vs. plural 


   - Function: Describing places, Making arrangements

Assumptions:


- Students already know


       - English present and past tense


       - basic concept of plurality in nouns     


- Most students have never been to New York before but most of them have learned some famous places of it. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may not be able to understand passage well when listening to the dialogue.  T can adjust the playing speed or remind Ss of key expressions.





- Students may not be able to talk properly about the subject matter. T can give additional vocabulary or expressions. 
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
