	Aims/Objectives:
Students will be able to use the expressions “How do you come to school?”
and “How long does it take?”

Students will be able to use the preposition “by” in front of transportation modes. 

Students will be able to use transportation vocabulary in their everyday lives.


	Assumptions:

Students already know some words e.g. walk, taxi, bus, car, etc.
Students are familiar with the modes of transportation.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not have enough time to complete the activity.
