-> Give students more activities to practice with body parts expression.

- Pre-teaches ‘eye brow’
Now let’s have a game.
(writes the numbers 1-6 on the board.)

Now, number 1 is eye,

number 2 is ear,

number 3 is mouth,

number 4 is nose,

number 5 is hair,

number 6 is eye brow.
(assign one of these body parts to each of the numbers and draw two ovals on the board.)

Let’s make two teams.

Two students of each team will come to the front,

and roll the dice at the same time.

For example, after rolling the dice,

if you have number 1, you will draw an eye on the board.

If the next friend has number 1 too,

then you can’t draw an eye, because your team already has an eye.
