	Target Vocabulary:

T-shirt, coat, pants, skirt, dress, gloves, hat, shoes, etc


	Target Sentences:
A: Put on your ~ . (dress, pants, shirt, etc)
B: Okay.


	Materials:
-  14 undressed paper-dolls 

-  14 big flash cards related on clothes
-  A miming script for 14 big picture cards
-  7 sticker books about clothes

-  Some stuff to draw pictures(color pens, crayons, etc)

-  White board & board markers
-  The board of putting compliment stickers on and stickers


	Aims/Objectives:
-  Students will be able to achieve the topic about clothes.
-  Students will be able to learn about key vocabularies by miming flash cards.
- Students will be able to enhance speaking skills with today’s target language
by decorating on their paper dolls with sticker books.

- Students will be able to practice speaking by talking to each other about clothes
 they’ve attached on paper dolls.


	Assumptions:

-  All the students are children.(Age 9~10)

-  Students already knew some easy words about clothes.(dress, pants, shirt, etc)
-  Students already knew some words about the weather conditions.(snowy, rainy, sunny,etc)
-  Students already knew how to use stickers on paper dolls.
-  Students have ever played speed game.
-  Each student has a board of their compliment stickers.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Majority of students hardly use today’s target sentences.
· (solution) → Let them repeat target sentences slowly.

                                   If they still can’t understand, see what words they don’t know.

                                   Give some words again and explain detail.

· Some groups hesitate to do activities.

· (solution) → See what’s the reason.

Encourage / positive feedback

                                    If they couldn’t understand the instructions, ask ICQ again.

                                    If they have no idea, give some information.

· Clothes of sticker books may not be enough. 

· (solution) → Let students draw whatever they want to wear on.

· Activity takes too short or long.
· (solution) → Give some time to complete or 

give additional questions to do activity more.

· Students could not match correct pictures.
· (solution) → Give some tips and let them do again.

1. Elicit key vocabulary with miming

Make 3 groups. Come inside with your chair and lined up. Make three lines.

When I mime in front of you, each member of team listens to and raises your hand. Then, you can say answers. If the answer is correct, your team will get 1 point and the team which has many points will win. Ready, go! I’ll give winner team compliment stickers. 

2. Review vocabulary and Clear topic

Okay, you had a good job. Please tell me cloth’s name altogether when I show you the flash cards again.
