1. Meaning 
Explanation & visual demonstration of If first conditional and second conditional.
Compare these examples:
(1)  Jin has lost his bag. He thinks it may be at Serina’s house.

Jin : I think I left my bag at your house. Have you seen it?

Serina : No, but I’ll have a look when I get home. If I find it, I’ll tell you.

In this example, Serina feels that there is a real possibility that she will find the bag. So she says: If I find…, I’ll… .

Explain the form : If S + present, S + will + verb.... .

Give the worksheet to each student.

Fill in the blanks with a correct form of verb and practice in a pari in 3 minutes.

CCQ :

What should you do? 

How long do you have?

Get them to answer to the questions and repeat them a few time.(Drilling)

Have them ask questions if they do not understand it.

(2) Jin say: If I found a wallet in the street, I would take it to the police. 

Jin is not thinking about a real possibility; Jin is imagining the situation and doesn’t expect to find a wallet in the street.
In this example, Serina feels that there is a real possibility that she will find the bag. So she says: If I find…, I’ll… .

Explain the form : If S + past simple/continous, S + would/could/might + verb.... .

Give the worksheet to each student.

Eliciting

Make sure Students understand when they use if conditionals.

We use the first conditional to talk about actions or events in the future which are likely to happen or have a real possibility of happening.
If it rains tomorrow, I will stay at home.

We use the second conditional to talk about situations or actions in the present or future, which are not likely to happen or are imaginary, or impossible. 

If I won the lottery, I would travel around the world and buy a castle in Norway.

I think that it is very unlikely that I will win the lottery. 
Give pictures to students, and get them to practice Function system with “If conditionals”. 
Make two sentence or dialog with If first conditionals and another two sentences or dialog with “If second conditionals”. 

You have 6 minutes to make sentences in a pair. 
And then each student chooses one for “if first conditional” and one for “If second conditional”. Speak up the sentences each.

CCQ :

How many sentences should you make? -two
How long do you have? 
Get all Students to have a chance to speak.

Share your sentences to your friends.

If you have time for the main activity, you elicit students by asking students to make a If conditional sentences showing the pictures.
