· Vocabulary worksheet (18 copies)

	Aims:
Main aims:

· Students will improve their ability to listen to real life speech by listening to a Canadian talk about his trip and comprehending the gist and details.
· Students will be able to learn and use words and expression for preparation for trips by listening to real-life speech of a person and other students’ opinions. 
Secondary aims:

· Students will be able to learn words and expressions for preparation for trips by completing vocabulary worksheet.
· Students will be able to improve their speaking skills by discussing what they want to bring for their trips within the group and making a casual presentation.
Personal aims:

· Ask many CCQs

· Give a lot of STT with many student-centered activities


	Language Skills:

Listening: the speaker’s short speech about his choices of packing
Reading: vocabulary worksheet, listening worksheet
Writing: creating a list and wall chart of what they want to bring for their trips 
Speaking: group discussion, presentation with wall charts


	Language Systems:

Phonology: speak and repeat the words and expression on the vocabulary worksheet
                      Especially focus on the words, “uncomfortable” and “access”
Lexis: learn the definitions on the vocabulary worksheet
Grammar: future tense, “will” and “am going to”
Function: preparing a travel list
Discourse: group discussion and presentation for packing


	Assumptions:
Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (including “English Only” policy)
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students have had experiences of traveling in the past
· All students are adults who can manage their own trips
· Students have planned for trips in Korean
· Students generally communicate effectively using sentence forms. They show some sensitivity to using the language appropriately in everyday and/or specialized language situations. 

· Students still speak with few inaccuracies. They sometimes miss the details from their listening. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
(Follow the task-feedback circle (page 174 in the textbook): let the students listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content

· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening
(Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play) until the most of the students pick up the details

· Students may need more time to work on the vocabulary worksheet

(Share the answers and briefly discuss the correct answers

· If time is short

(Cut post-activity discussion and ask 2~3 students to share their opinions what’s important to pack for their own trip in the future. 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected,

(Give extra speaking exercise questions to discuss 

· If the CD player doesn’t work, 

(The instructor can read the script (script will be attached to the lesson plan)

	Hello everyone, how was your week? How are you today? Are you excited to have a break? I heard that Jessica is planning to travel to London for this holiday. Does anyone have a plan to travel? 

(Listen to the students’ answers)

I have wanted to travel to Greece. I hope I can go there in the near future. Do you have dream destinations? 

(Elicit the places and write them on the board)

OK, imagine that you are traveling to the dream destination for this holiday. Before you go to the airport, what do you need to do? 
(Elicit the actions prior to the trip. Write them on the board and draw the students’ attention to the term, “packing”.)

Yes, you have to pack. What do you need to pack?
(Elicit the items and write them on the board)

OK, so today, we will listen to a speaker who is talking about what to pack for his trip. But first, we will learn some words and expressions the speaker use.

	I. Learn the phonology of the words and expressions

Instruction
Let’s learn the words and expressions together.

First, I will read the each word on the sheet.

Please repeat after me. 

(Distribute the worksheet)

      CCQ

       What do you need to do after I read the word?

Instructor reads words slowly one by one. Make sure the students repeat it correctly. If some students have difficulties, repeat the word until most of the students say it correctly.

II. Learn the lexis of the words and expressions.

Instruction

Let’s learn the meaning of the words and expressions. I want you to read the definition. Starting from Jessica and next is Jake… each one reads the definition for one word. 
If you don’t understand the meaning, ask questions after your friend reads the definition, before we look at the next word. 

CCQ

     What do you need to do now?

     When do you need to ask questions about the meaning?  
(Let the students read the definitions. Answer the questions that students ask. Give some examples for the words, if they are needed.)

III. Matching Activity
Instruction

Look for the correct words to fill the blank in each sentence.

Write the letter “a, b, c” in the empty boxes. Work with a person sitting next to you. (Clearly indicate the partners.) 

You have 3 minutes.

Demonstration

Look at # 1… “right, access this network.” So put the letter “e” in the box next to number 1. 

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What do you write in the empty boxes?

Monitor the students. Answer if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 1 minute left. 30 seconds left.

Check answers: Let each pair shares the correct answer. Ask the students read the whole sentence (not the letters). 

Answers if the students ask questions.

	I. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instruction

Put your pens down. Close your eyes. Listen to the speaker. Think about the packing materials he suggests. 

CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think?

(Play a track without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes ( Have them listen one more time

· No ( Have them listen for details

II. Listening for Details

Instruction

Now listen to the speaker again. For this time, I will divide the speech to six parts and stop the track after each section. When I stop the track, you need to circle the correct picture. Work individually. 
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Who are you working with?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the track. Stop the track after the first section and give the students time to answer the question. 
     Demonstration

“What does he suggests bringing? Right… passport. Circle the picture.  OK, can you do the rest of the questions?”
(Play the track and give time to answer the questions)

Do you need to listen again?

· Yes ( repeat the section

· No ( play the next section

Let the students share the answers. Let them say the answer out loud. 
Answer if the students ask questions.

III. Listening Comprehension questions

       Instruction

       Now, listen to the track one more time. For this time, take notes for all the details. If you want to listen again, raise your hand. I will rewind and play it again. 

       CCQ

       What are you supposed to do?

       If you want to listen again, what do you need to do?

Play the track (using pause-play-pause-play)

Instruction

Now, answer the questions on the worksheet. The correct answers are more than one. Work with the previous partner.  You have 3 minutes. 

      CCQ

      What are you supposed to do?

      Who are you working with?

      How many correct answers for each question?

      How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet)

     Demonstration

     Look at # 1, “Jonathan says you do not want to be… right, stuck somewhere without identification. So b and c are correct. Check the marks next to the letter “b” and “c”. 

What about ‘out late’? Yes, he says alarm clocks will be good when you are out late. But he doesn’t say that you do not want to be out late.”
Monitor discreetly. Answer if the students ask questions. 

Give time warning. You have 1 minute left. 30 seconds left.
Let the students share the answers. 

Check the correct answers. 

IV. Speaking practice

Instruction

I want you to make 3 groups. So, six people in one group. 
(The instructor actually does the grouping so that the students are not confused)
OK, I have three trip scenarios. Each group will be responsible for one trip and need to make a presentation about what to pack for their trip.  Discuss with your group members and make one list of packing for your trip. List essential things to pack. You can draw or list them. 

You have 5 minutes to discuss and prepare. The presentation should be one minute long. 
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?
(Write the speaking questions on the board and distribute one blank poster/wall-chart to each group. Also, give them crayons and color makers) 

Monitor without interruption. Encourage all students to speak up in the discussion. Answer if the students ask questions. 

Give time warning. You have 1 minute left. 30 seconds left.
Give more time if they need. But if it takes more than 5 minutes, the instructor has to give a firm command to wrap it up. (For this case, cut the post activity and ask the students to do quick presentations.)

	1. Divide the class into 6 groups. (3 students in each group)

Give the students a list of places to travel. Each group picks one place from the list.
(The instructor may let the students decide where to travel)

The students prepare a traveling list and give group presentations.
2. Play a game, called “Twenty questions”.

One student is chosen to be the answerer. That student chooses a place she or he wants to travel but does not reveal this to the others. All other students are questioners. They each take turns asking a question which can be answered with a simple “Yes” or “No.” 
Lying is not allowed in the game. If a questioner guesses the correct answer, that questioner wins and becomes the answerer for the next round. If 20 questions are asked without a correct guess, then the answerer wins and gets to be the answerer for another round. 
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
