	Aims:
· Main Aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by listening others opinion and experiences about a bland date. 
· Secondary Aim: Students will improve their listening skills by match the sentences each other in idioms worksheet, listening to a dialogue, doing a role-play between friends A and B and fill out the blanks with the word box.
· Personal Aim: I want to give students more demonstrations and visuals in order to make students understand much easier. 



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will have a chance to listen from the listening script.
· Reading: Students will be reading the idioms worksheet by matching the sentences each other.

· Speaking: Students will compare the answers in a group.

· Writing: Students will be dictating about the 4 different speaker’s details on the listening worksheet.

· Lexis: Students will learn about the new idioms describing various situations.
· Grammar: Students will learn about the relative clauses (usage of who).

	Assumptions:
 Students already know :

· The meaning of blind date
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
· Most of the students have experiences on a blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Students might be missed some of the words from the script due to the speed.
1. I will repeat the listening script several times to give them some time to catch up. If not, I’ll speak slowly enough and stop between the sentences.
2. Students age could different from early 20s through early 40s. They might have a generation gap, and have a different opinion and life experience.
2. I’ll prepare for some visuals of celebrities or different roles in movies that everyone knows and use them for an example.
3. Students may need more time to work on the idioms. 

3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I’ll give students a little more time to work.
4. I may run out of time.
4. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part, and instead of asking everyone, choose 1 or 2 students to present their work.

5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. If I have an extra time, I’ll ask to students as many questions as possible about their ideal person of lifetime partner

(If they don’t know the word of blind I’ll give them demonstrations.)
Is there anybody on a blind date before?

(Board “ Blind date” and Elicit the important qualities)

CCQ

Does blind date means meeting someone you already know before?

(Students may answer “No”)

Does blind date means meeting someone for the first time?

(Students may answer “Yes”)

Alright, so here’s the question for you all what will be the most important thing when you meet someone for the first time. We will listen to some people who are looking for their life partner. 
But before that we will learn some idioms the speaker use.
Procedure

1. Idioms
Instructions 
Work individually. Match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms. Write a letter “a,b,c” in the empty boxes. You have 4minutes.

(Distributing the worksheet)

Demonstration
Look at #1… “Right, It runs in our family.” So put the letter “j” in the box next to number 1.

ICQ’s
What are you going to do?

Alright, Let’s begin!
Monitor discreetly. Attending questions if they ask questions.

Give them a time warning: 30 seconds left.
                                           Time is up!

Be flexible with time. Give them an extra time by checking the time slowly. 

Let’s check answers together: let students write the answers on the board. 
· Go through all the idioms one by one 

· Ask students if there are any questions about the idioms

· Explain  the meaning or idiom’s background story if it’s necessary
2. Prediction

(Tape all 4 different speakers pictures on the board)
Instructions
(Point out the first picture and ask students to predict ) 

How does he look like? 
What do you think their personality is like?
(Move on to the second picture till the last one)

Alright, you can say he’s sports man type of guy or she looks like very professional.

And now, we’re going to listen to their personal stories.

And now, I’ll read you out their stories again but this time, you can take notes as much as you can listen. You’ll work individually with this small wall chart.

(Distribute the Profile wall chart)
ICQ’s
Can you take notes this time?

Are you working in a group?

(Read out the Listening worksheet a little slowly and ask them Do you want to listen again? If students say “Yes” then, I’ll ask them to raise their hands or say “Stop” to write down the information.)

Now compare the answers with your neighbors and somebody who is seating on your right side will be your partner. 

I’ll assign each of groups which person to board after comparing. You only have 3minutes to work with.

Let’s see what we have now.

So now it’s your time to write on the board what you have from the discussion. Can you select one of your group members to board?

Great! Let’s begin!
