- Secondary Aim: Students will improve their listening skills by worksheets, and listening to a dialogue, doing a bingo and hangman.
- Personal Aim: I want to encourage students to express their Ideal person freely.

                          I want students to learn new vocabulary.




	Language Skills:

- Reading: Students need to read worksheet. 

- Listening: Students need to listen to the teacher’s scripts and find out what kind of partner they are looking for by listening. 
- Speaking: Students need to speak while predicting and comparing answers within groups.
- Writing: Students need to take notes on details about scripts.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
Problem
Solution
1. Time might be short.
1. If the activity takes longer time than expected, then I will make post activity shorter. 
2. Students might need more time to gather information from the reader’s scripts. 
2. If it takes more than 12minutes then I will hand in the scripts to each student to let them find things that they missed.
3. Students may finish their tasks earlier.
3. I will ask students to share their experiences if they experienced a blind date.

What do you care the most when you are looking for a partner?
(share ideas from the Ss)

Write down some positive adjective words and negative adjective words for someone that you are looking for.

Demonstration
Fold the paper in half, and then list positive words on the left side, and negative words on the right side.
