	Aims:
Main aims: 
· Students will improve their ability to speak by persuading others with effective advertisements.

· Students will be able to enhance their speaking skills through group discussions and class participations.

· Students will be able to gain self-confidence in speaking through persuading others in English.
Secondary aims:

· Students will be able to improve their writing skills by using clear and effective language (words, expressions, sentences) for advertisements.

· Students will be able to improve their reading skills by comprehending/analyzing the reading material thoroughly.

· Students will be able to enhance their listening skills by listening to other students’ opinions and presentations.

· Students will be able to learn words and expressions that are relevant to advertisements

Personal aims:
· Increase STT and decrease TTT (Eliciting, student-centered activities, group works)
· Ask many CCQs


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Responding to Eliciting, group discussions, presentations, role plays 
Listening: Listening to teacher’s instructions, interaction with their group members, listening to other groups’ presentations  

Reading:  Reading worksheet, reading posters prepared by instructors and other students
Writing:  Writing creative advertisements



	Language Systems:
Phonology: Speak and repeat the words on the vocabulary worksheet. Focus on the words, “alliteration”, “incredulous”, and “imperative”
Lexis: Learn the definitions of words on vocabulary worksheet
Grammar: Present tense, future tense
Function: Persuading others 
Discourse: Group discussion in order to create advertisements


	Assumptions:
Students already know

· How the class is set up and run (including “English Only” policy)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

· All students have experiences persuading others

· All students are familiar with advertisements in Korean

· All students are adults who have bought products and services for themselves

· All students are familiar with words and expressions for advertising

· All students have operational command of language. They show abilities to use the language in a variety of situations with a minimum of inaccuracies


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to comprehend the reading material thoroughly.
(Go over the details of the passage together and give them examples

· Students may struggle making clear, strong, effective language

(Show examples, explain a term, “Slogan”
· Students may need more time to discuss reading material

(Allow more time. But if they need more than 5 minutes, ask the whole class share their ideas and help the students who wanted more time

· Students may need more time to prepare their advertisements

(Allow more time. But if they need more than 5 minutes, ask them to wrap it up. Give them time warning for several times

· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

(Extend discussion time after presentations, or play games, do SOS activity

· If time is running out,

(Shorten the discussion time after presentation

Tell me important qualities and aspects of successful advertisements.

(words that have to be elicited by students)

· Show realia

· Give information / demonstration.

· Entertaining / eye catching/ memorable

· Unconventional 

· Use effective slogans.

· Touch consumers’ emotions

Great! Effective advertisements show these aspects.

Today, you will produce one.

	I will give you an article that explains how to make effective advertisement. Before we read that, let’s learn words that are in the article. 
(Distribute vocabulary worksheet)

TTT: Okay, everyone got a handout? Let’s see the worksheet!
Are you familiar with the words on the worksheet? Can you read all of them with the correct pronunciations? 
(listen to students’ answers)
Let’s look at the words… 

(Read the words and focus on words “alliteration”, “incredulous”, and “imperative”- teach phonology)
 TTT: I think alliteration, incredulous, imperative are a little bit difficult.

First, look at the 5th word. 

This word has 5 syllables. Where is a stress? (here, here- using the board)

(Read the word)

I will say “go”, then repeat my words. 
I will show you a demonstration.
Demonstration

TTT: Alliteration, alliteration, alliteration
Then I will say “go!” then you say “alliteration, alliteration, alliteration.”
OK? Let’s start.
And look at the next word. This word has 4 syllables. Where is stress?

Read the word. “ 5 times, Go”
And last word, This word has 4 syllables. Where is stress?

Read the word. “5 times. Go”
You guys, good job

TTT: OK, do you want to go over some other words?
(do some more practice if students ask questions)
Instruction

Great. Now, read the definitions and example sentences. Pick 2 words from the list and make your own sentences using the words. Work with a person sitting next to you. (Indicate each student’s partner).
I will give you one example. 
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alliteration

alliteration.
I will give you 3 minutes. 

CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Who are you working with?

How many sentences do you make?

Monitor without interruption. 

Answer if students ask questions 

Give time warning. 1 minute left. 30 seconds left. 

OK, time is up. Does anyone want to share your sentences? 
(Students share their sentences) -> at least two students 
TTT: Give feedback.

Great sentences. Do you have any question?

(Answer if students ask questions)

	Good. Now, I want you to make 3 groups. So, 5 people in one group. 

(The instructor actually does the grouping so that the students are not confused)

Instruction

Now, let’s read an article. Read it and discuss with your group members. Discuss the important techniques and steps to create advertisements. 
I will give you 5 minutes. 

CCQ

What are you supposed to do while you read the article?

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute reading worksheet) – “pass it around”
Monitor discreetly. Walk around and make sure the students understand the material. Encourage active discussion, but don’t interrupt them. 

Answer if the students ask questions. 

Give time warning. 1 minute left. 30 seconds left.

When 30 seconds left, ask the students to wrap up their discussions.
Ok, 30 seconds left, please wrap up your discussion. 

TTT: OK… (Draw the students’ attention)

How was the article? Was it difficult?
Tell me the important techniques and steps to create advertisements
(Elicit the key points in the article and write them on the board)

Great! Now, you are EXPERTS! (gesture)
TTT: Now, let’s make our own advertisements. 

I will give you products later. First, listen to my instruction.

Instruction
Imagine that you sell your product to your classmates. You have to persuade your classmates with your advertisement. 
The major sources for your ads will be your actions and words, including speaking and writing. 
Be creative and entertaining. You can do anything as long as you stay in the class. Just keep this in mind (pointing the board).
For preparation, you have 20 minutes. 
For presentation, you have 2 minutes. 

CCQ

What are the major sources of your advertisement?

What is the purpose of this activity?

How much time do you have for preparation? 

TTT: OK, let’s pick a product. I have four products. I numbered each product. Each group picks a number among 1, 2, 3, and 4.
(Allow groups to pick a number)

#1:  vacuum cleaner
#2: cardigan

#3: lock and lock

#4: iPhone stereo 

(Distribute the products)

TTT: I have large papers, color markers, and crayons. Tell me if you need them.
(Distribute the materials if students ask for it)

Monitor actively.
Interact with students.
May ask their slogans, eye catching moments.

Give time warning. You have 5 minutes left. 3 minutes left. 

When 1 minute left, let students wrap up their works. 

TTT: OK, 30 seconds left. Please wrap up your works and be ready!

TTT: OK, time is up. Are you ready? 
(Students make presentations)

Give feedback to their works
