	Aims:
· Main Aim: Ss learn vocabulary and expressions for describing each character and relationships by completing on idioms matching worksheet

· Secondary Aim: Ss will improve their listening skills by matching the sentences in the idioms worksheet, listening to the speakers, and fill out the profile sheets.

· Personal Aim: I want to let Ss practice listening and speaking by sharing details with classmates.




	Language Skills:

· Reading: Idioms worksheet, Listening script
· Listening: the speeches by speakers
· Speaking: 
a. Prediction of 4 speakers in the blown-up pictures

b. Ss share the details with classmates after listening.
· Writing: 
a. Dictation of details

b. Fill in the information about individual on the blank profile sheet




	Language Systems:
· Lexis: idioms used in describing people’s personalities and various situations
· Function: self-PR and an advertisement for a lifetime partner
· Grammar: present/present continuous tense, relative pronoun ‘who’
· Phonology: none to discuss
· Discourse: sharing details of each speaker



	Assumptions:

· Students already know how the class is set up and run.
· Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.

· Most students have been on a blind date.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
· Ss may not follow the listening materials easily.

· Before listening, pictures of each speaker to Ss and give time to think.
· Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.
· Chunk the listening (play-pause-rewind-replay)

· If time is short and Ss may need more time to work on the idioms.

· If it takes longer than 6 minutes, have one of each group write the answers on the board and share their answers all together.

· If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse.

II. Listening for details

(Distribute the blank profile sheets.)
Instructions

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time.

Let Ss write answers on the profile sheets as they listen.
Work individually.

ICQs

What are we going to do?

CCQs

Are you working in pairs? – No.

Are you working individually? – Yes.
Do you need to listen again?

Yes -> Play track 1 again.

No -> Play track 2.

(Follow the same cycle until finished with track 4)

Divide into four groups 

Now compare the answers with your group members.
Do you want to listen again?

Yes-> Have them listen one more time

No-> Have them share their thoughts.

When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and have them fill out the profile sheet on the board, including the speakers’ pictures.

Group 1: fill out speaker 1’s profile.

Group 2: fill out speaker 2’s profile.

Group 3: fill out speaker 3’s profile.

Group 4: fill out speaker 4’s profile.

(Distribute the listening script.)
Instructions
Check the answers as a whole class after the representatives fill out the profile sheets on the board.
Listen to the tracks on last time.

If there is anything missing, pause the CD right there and let Ss say it out loud.

Go through all 4 profile sheets.
