	Aims:  1) Main aim : To enable Ss to enhance their oral and aural skills in English by making and listening to profiles for a blind date.
2) Secondary aim : Ss will learn new expression by listening to people’s profiles in a CD and their own ones.

3) Personal aim : I want to explain the topic much easier.

                                 I need to give my ICQ’s and CCQ’s to Ss right on time. 


	Language Skills
1) Reading: Ss will read sentences and paragraphs with blanks on a worksheet. 

2) Speaking: Ss will answer to T’s questions and tell the other Ss their own features.
3) Listening: Ss will listen to the other Ss’ features carefully and listening tracks.
4) Writing: Ss will fill out a worksheet form early in class.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: expressions and vocabularies in describing people’s characteristics

- Function: self-introduction for a “A minute Blind Date” 
- Structure: conjunctions, relative clauses, etc.
- Phonology: non to discuss

- Discourse: non to discuss


	Assumptions  - Most of Ss have already known the term, blind date.
- Ss can find information by listening to a few paragraphs.
- Ss are able to make sentences about themselves.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Ss may not know words or some expressions for describing ones character 

(Ss will use dictionary for not-knowing vocabularies by each group.
- Ss may not be able to fill in the blank on a worksheet at once.

      (Ss will listen to CD twice.

<Eliciting and Prediction>

All right. How about these pictures? 
(Ss answer)
What are they doing now? 
(Ss answer)
Exactly right. They are on a blind date now.

With talking each other, we can come to know partner’s interest, characteristics and hobbies, and so on.
<Instruction>
We are going to listen to the 4 different speakers. Before that, we need to learn some words and expressions about their statements.

<Demonstration>
Now I’m going to give each of you a worksheet. Please fill in all blanks as much as you can. But don’t share your paper with others. You’ll get 3 minutes. And you can start when I say go.
(Distributing worksheets)  
ICQ

So, what are you going to do?

(Ss answer)

How many minutes do you have?

(Ss answer)
CCQ
Are you working in pairs?(No)

Are you working individually?(Yes)
Are you going to start when I give you the paper?(No) 

Are you going to start when I say begin?(Yes)

Alright. Go.

2 minutes left…..1 minute……30 second.
Time’s up.

Let’s check the answers.

(Asking each student the answers)

<Grouping>
Alright. All of you guys did a great job. So I’m going to give all of you a prize for this. Choose one pencil in my hand. Anything you want. 
(After choosing pencils, letting Ss make 3 groups by the color of their pencils)

	2. Listening for the main idea

<Instruction>
Now I’ll give each group a new worksheet and we are listening to the 4 different speakers. You should listen carefully to understand and fill out the worksheet by each group. You should find as much information about each speaker as you can. The statements will be played just once. 
ICQ

So, what are you going to do?

(Ss answer)

How many times would you listen to?

(Ss answer)

CCQ

Are you working individually?(No)

Are you working in group?(Yes)

Get set…Go.

(Playing CD – about 5 min)
Alright. Do you want to play it once more?(Yes)

OK. Then listen carefully again.

(After one more playing the CD, asking what information each group found based on worksheet #2)
Group Red, Tell me what you found.

(After that)

What about the Group Blue?

(After that)

What did you find, Group Green?
(After answering teachers questions)

Well done, everyone.

Now go back to your original seat.
