-Students don’t follow the instruction.

 ->Give time warning to students.

Teach key vocabularies
(give a hand,stuff,rocery,receipt,speechless,case.etc) with example sentences by using board and then give out worksheet A&B.

Instruction-vocabulary worksheet A
Now, I’m going to give you a paper of vocabulary worksheet has 5 questions.. Solve the questions. Once you are done with your with your work, please stay quiet and don’t talk to your neighbors.

CCQ
What are you going to do?

How many questions on the paper?

(Teacher hands out Vocabulary Worksheet A to students. Teacher monitors students by moving around the classsoom. Call out time warnings.)

(after 2 minutes)

Ok. Time’s up. Does anybody have any questions regarding this worksheet?
Teacher gives answers on worksheet A.

(If students say “yes”, give students example sentences with key vocabulary in it. If students say “no”, move on to vocabulary worksheet B)
Instruction-vocabulary worksheet B

Now, we have just finished multiple choice and short answer questions. Let’s try sentences and vocabulary matching.
(Teacher hands out Vocabulary Worksheet B to students. Teacher monitors students by moving around the classsoom. Call out time warnings.)

(after 2 minutes)

Ok. Everyone ! All finished?

(Students answer.)

Teacher gives answers on worksheet B.

Now, we have learned the key vocabulary. Let’s focus on listening to the conversation about grocery shopping.

Instruction-Listening worksheet

Instruction-Free Production: Discussion

(Teacher writes down on the white board.)

*How much money do you spend in a month on grocery shopping?

We’ll make four groups to discuss about these questions?
CCQ
What are we supposed to do?

Discussion for what?

(Students discussion time. Teacher monitors actively and may take participate in each group.)

Okay, would you please come to the front and give a presentation to the class on what you’ve discussed about?

(Students present their discussion.)

Fantastic. Everybody did a good job. Let’s go back to the key vocabulary we’ve learned and review them.

(Teacher elicits key vocabularies.)

Do you have any questions for today lesson?
