Ss will be able to know and practice the type, meaning of adjectives through ordering adjectives. 
Ss will be able to review vocabulary and word sequence through completing worksheets and practicing with activities.

· Speaking: Drilling, practicing activities with group

	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

*Correct error immediately & give Ss more chances to practice 
- Ss may not be familiar with ‘Standing up by yourself’ game
*Explain about the rule of game

	1. Eliciting with vocabulary

Ask Ss what is an adjective. 

Spread out the worksheet. 
Make Ss describe vocabulary, and ask what type the adjective is.  Introduce students that there are some types representing each adjective. 
Fill up the blanks with Ss. 
2. Talk about ‘adjective’ 
In English, it is common to use more than one adjective before a noun.  

Ex) Asking each students to make a sentence using an adjective and a noun. 

(They answer with example sentences such as “He's a silly young fool,” or “She's a smart, energetic woman.”) 
 (Spread hand-outs for detailed explanation)

	1. Grammar time
(Spread out the hand-outs for detailed explanation) 

When you use more than one adjective, you have to put them in the right order according to type. 

There are different types of adjectives and the correct order for them.

Explain adjective order with hand-out. 
2. Making the right adjective vocabulary order with flashcards with their group. 

Make a group of four or five (of 4 teams).

(T fixes their answer when they have errors.)

(Sarah takes turn)
3. Making the correct sentence with group game

(Ss will get score when they answer.)
Now, let’s make a sentence in right sequence. On the board, you will see the sentence which should be changed in right order. With your group, make the right order of the adjective words. I’ll count 3 and then one of your team raises your hand and answer the right order with full sentence. If you hesitate while answering or say the wrong answer, you will lose your chance and other team will answer it. The right answer team will get point.
(Demonstration with simple example)
