	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

    Students may not finish activities in time. 
       ( Let students know how much time left before time is up for the activity.
       ( Let students do the rest of the activity after school as their homework. 
    Students may not understand an instruction (how to do activities) 

       ( Ask concept check questions to see they understand the instruction. 
       ( Demonstrate the activity first before students actually do the activity.
