	Aims/Objectives:
· Students will learn the new vocabulary and the request sentence in the story by the teacher’s pre-teaching.
· Students will be able to use the request sentence through the practice during the story telling.
· Students will be able to develop the concept about the similarity and difference by the story telling and teacher’s questions.


	Assumptions:
· Ss already have the concept about family.
· Ss already know about the colors.
· Ss have experienced various weathers and seasons.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss are not able to understand some vocabulary in the story.
→ Explain those easily in their word.

· If the class is finished earlier than expected.
           → Sing the Butterfly Song.

	<Greeting>
Hello everyone! 
How are you today?
(Ask how they’re doing one by one.)
<Eliciting>
Let’s think together.

What season is it now?

Right. It is Spring now.

It’s good season to go out for a walk to the Spring garden.
What can you see in the Spring garden?
Today, we will go to the Spring garden to meet some friends. They are ‘The Three Little Butterfly Brothers’

	Learn the target vocabulary through the flash card & TPR activity.
Answer the T’s questions.

Practice the request question with other student.
	Before we meet the three little butterfly brothers, we need to know some words and sentence.
<Pre-Teach the target word and sentence>
We can see many animals and flowers in the Spring Garden. 
(Show them the flash card)

What is this?

Yes this is the butterfly.

And it flies among the flowers in the spring. Sometimes it dances beautifully.

How they fly and dance? Show me!

Thank you!
This flower is the Tulip. Tulip.

Have you ever seen this flower before?

It has a flower cup like this.

(Point out the picture.)

And this flower is Lily. Lily.

Its bud is thin and small but it is going to be big flower like this.
(Point out the picture.)

Do you know the meaning of the word, like?

My face is like my mother.

Jenny oh’s hair color is like mine.

The ‘Like’ means ‘similar or same way’
Can you understand?

Great!
And let’s think about some situation.
I will say and demonstrate some situation.
Listen and follow my motions.

Stand up everyone!

<CCQ>

Should you repeat what I said?

Should you follow my motions?

Good! 
It’s about the rainy day. Let’s start!
<TPR>
Open the enter door.
Go out from the home.

Walk on the road.

Suddenly, it’s rainy! It’s a heavy rain!
Let’s run! Run to the home!
Open the enter door.

Oh my god! I’m wet through!
Get some towel. 
Dry my face and hair.

Dry my clothes.

Put the towel down.

Bring an umbrella.
Go out again.

Open the umbrella.

Oops! 
The rain has stopped!  It’s sunny now!

Have you ever experience this situation?
Alright, good job. Have a seat.

Can you remember the words we used?

Think about wet, and dry.
We were wet because of the rain and we dried our face, hair and clothes. 
Let’s learn one more word.

Look at my hands. They are together now but it is parted.
(Show demonstration)

We say this situation, be parted. Can you understand? Great!
S1 will you open the door?

Thank you.

S2 will you close the door?

Thank you.

What did I say?

Right. I said “will you”
When we request some actions to other people.  We use this magic sentence. It is request sentence, for example “Will you open the door?”, “Will you close the door?”
<Group Work>

Let’s request some actions to your friend. Practice with your next person.
(Monitor students work)

Well done everyone!
I think we are ready now.

Let’s go to the Spring garden and meet the butterfly brothers!

	Listen the story and answer the T’s questions.
	<Eliciting>

(Show  p.1)

What do you see?
How many butterflies can you see?

What color are they?

Good.

The Three Litter butterfly Brothers. 
This is the title of this story.

Listen carefully and then think about this story together.

<Story telling>
(Show p.2)
There were once three little butterfly brothers, one white, one red, and one yellow. They played in the sunshine, and danced among the flowers in the garden, and they never grew tired because they were so happy.
(Show p.3)
One day there came a heavy rain, and it wet their wings. They flew away home, but when they got there they found the door locked and the key gone. So they had to stay out of doors in the rain, and they grew wetter and wetter.
<Eliciting>

Why were they wet?

How was the weather?

If we were in this garden, what could we do for them?

Let’s go to see what would happen to them.

(Show p.4)
By and by they flew to the red and yellow striped tulip, and said, "Friend Tulip, will you open your flower-cup and let us in till the storm is over?"
The poor little butterfly brothers requested something to the tulip. 
Then, let’s request to the tulip one more time together with the magic sentence!
(Show Ss the sentence card.)

Let’s say together. 

“Friend Tulip, Will you open your flower cup?”
The tulip answered, "The red and yellow butterflies may enter, because they are like me, but the white one may not come in."
But the red and yellow butterflies said, "If our white brother may not find shelter in your flower-cup, why, then, we'll stay outside in the rain with him.''

It rained harder and harder, and the poor little butterflies grew wetter and wetter.

(Show p.5)
So they flew to the white lily and said, "Good Lily, will you open your bud a little so we may creep in out of the rain?''

This time, They requested something to the lily. 
Then, let’s request to the lily one more time together with the magic sentence.

(Show Ss the sentence card.)

Let’s say together. 

"Good Lily, Will you open your bud a little?”
The lily answered: "The white butterfly may come in, because he is like me, but the red and yellow ones must stay outside in the storm.''

Then the little white butterfly said, "If you won't receive my red and yellow brothers, why, then, I'll stay out in the rain with them. We would rather be wet than be parted.''

So the three little butterflies flew away.
<Eliciting>
How do you feel now?
Oh I am so sad. Nobody helped them.
What would happen to them next?
Let’s listen to this story more.

(Show p.6)

But the sun, who was behind a cloud, heard it all, and he knew what good little brothers the butterflies were, and how they had held together in spite of the wet. So he pushed his face through the clouds, and chased away the rain, and shone brightly on the garden.

(Show p.9)
He dried the wings of the three little butterflies, and warmed their bodies. They ceased to sorrow, and danced among the flowers till evening, and then they flew away home, and found the door wide open.
Wow!

The sun helped them!

So they could be happy again.

<Eliciting>

(Share the opinion about this story)
The tulip and Lily did not help all of butterfly brothers. Why? How do you think?
You are right.

Because of the color difference, they did not help all of them.
How did butterflies feel about that?

Why did the sun decide to help them?

Yes. It is very important.

We should help our brothers, sisters and friends.

Good job! Everyone. It was very meaningful conversation.
I proud all of you!

You can hold and see this script during the role play and I’ll help you if you need.

I will narrate this story and you will act the characters with motions. 

<CCQ>

How much time do you have?
Should you memorize all or the script?
Great. Let’s start.

(After 3 minute.)
Are you ready for the performance?

Good. Come up to the front.
If you are ready, I will start the story.

Are you ready? Okay, let’s start.
<Role Play>
Good job everyone!

You were so great!

Let’s go back to the seat.

<Eliciting>

S1, How did you feel when the tulip refused the white butterfly?

S2 and S3, How did you feel when the lily refused the red and white butterflies?

What did you feel after doing role plays everyone?

Great!
Everyone has the similarity and difference between each other.
And we must not treat people differently because of those.

So you should be a good friend even if your friend is different with you.

And one more thing!

We should help our brothers, sisters and friends. Always be together!

You did good job everyone!
