	Aims/Objectives:
           Ss will be able to comprehend this story in English by listening and watching 
           the puppet show.
           Ss will be able to understand new vocabularies by learning the words about 
           this story.
           Ss will be able to express situations of this story by making a story book.
           Ss will be able to aware of the moral such as "A little friend may can be a great 
           friend."



	Assumptions: 
           Ss know the food chain of animals.(weakest/strongest)
           Ss know some vocabularies in this story. 

           (tree, wood, sleep, back, help, watch and etc.)
           Ss might know this story in Korean version.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 
          Ss may not know what the food chain is.
          ->Explain Ss the food chain with pictures

          Ss may not know this story in Korean version.

          ->Tell Ss this story in more detail with the show to let them understand better.

<Elicitation>
I watched a big animal on TV last night.
The animal has brown hairs and brown neck. And I think he is not tiger. Also, He is a scary animal. 
What animal is he?
That's right, He is the lion. 
Today, I will tell you a story of the lion. But we are going to see where the lion is in the food chain first.

Ss play the food chain game
	<Elicitation / Instructions>

The food chain is food graph of the animals

- stick animal 5 cards (lion, fox, snake, frog, butterfly) and draw a big pyramid on the board

Look at this, there are 5 animals on the board.*The butterfly is classified as the insect. But the butterfly belongs to the animal in bigger scope. 

What animal is the weakest among these animals?
Yes! Butterfly is the weakest in these animals. (stick a butterfly card on the bottom of pyramid)
And next which animal is the second weakest among these animals?
Great! Frog is the second weakest among these animals. Frog is stronger than butterfly.(stick a frog card above a butterfly card in pyramid)
Which animal is the third weakest among these animals?

It's snake. Sometimes, the snake may eat a frog for lunch. (stick a snake card on third blank of pyramid)  
Now, Which animal is the strongest?

Fox? lion?
Good! Lion is the strongest among these animals. (stick a lion card on the top of pyramid)

And I stick a fox card on second blank of pyramid. Because, the fox is weaker than the lion.
We completed the food chain like this.

<CCQ>

What is the food chain? 
What animal is on the top?

What animal is on the bottom?
Now, we are going to play game of the food chain a while.
Come to the middle, guys!
You are going to pick a small paper with some animal on it. You can't tell anybody the animal you choose.
And then, we play the rock-scissors-paper at first. If fox loses, Fox has to cover his eyes and catch an other animal.
If fox caught other, ask him "who are you?" 
If the answer is "I am a frog."
Fox tell him that "HA! HA! HA! I can eat you."  Then, the frog is out.
So, frog has to cover his eyes and catch an other animal. But frog has to catch a butterfly only.
<Demonstration>

I'm going to show you this game.

Clap your hands.
- cover my eyes and move around.
"Who are you?"

"I am a frog."

"HA! HA! HA! I can eat you."

Frog has to cover his eyes and catch an other animal like me.

On the other hand,

I am a fox but what if I catch a lion?

I tell the lion that "(whine) You can eat me."

And, I have to cover my eyes and catch an other animal again.

And this game is done if the butterfly is caught. Because butterfly can't catch any animals. Do you understand?
<CCQ>
If I am a fox. 

What should I say when I catch a frog?
What should I say when I catch a lion?
When will this game be over?

Let's play the food chain game!

Good job, everyone! We are done. Go back to your seat.

	<Elicitation / Instructions>

I said that I would tell you a story of the lion. Do you remember?
But, actually there is another animal too in this story.
I 'm going to give you this picture puzzle. This is a big hint. 
- Give Ss the picture cards

Complete the puzzle with your partner.
I will give you 1min.

How much time do you have?

OK, 1min. Let's start.
Did you find another animal in the picture puzzle? What animal is?

That's right, It's a mouse!

The story title is 'The lion and the mouse.'
But you should know some words before I tell you this story.

- stick vocabulary cards(forgive, bite, catch) on the board

'Forgive' What does it mean? Do you know?
Your mom said that "Hey, _____, do your homework now."
But you didn't do homework at all.

So, your mom is very angry. Then, You can say that "Mom, please forgive me. I will do homework now." 
Do you understand?
OK, repeat after me three times.

'Forgive, forgive, forgive.' 
And next 'Bite' What does it mean?

OK, I will show you a hint 

- Show Ss a mouse picture

Can you guess?

Yes! The mouse can bite something like a rope or a net with strong teeth. 

Alright, repeat after me three times.

'Bite, bite, bite.'

.
And 'catch' 

- throw a student a paper ball. A student catches it quickly.

This is 'Catch' 

- catch a student

I catch you. This is 'catch' too.

Do you understand?

Good, repeat after me three times.

'Catch, catch, catch.' 

Good job, guys!
I'm going to tell you a story from now on.

- Tell Ss the story by using puppets
<The lion and the mouse>

One day, a lion sleep under a tree in the wood. By the way a little mouse run on the lion's back suddenly. The lion is angry. 
(L) "Who is on my back?" 
The lion catch the mouse. 
(L) "Who are you?" 
The mouse is scared. 
(M)"Oh, Mr. Lion, I am a little mouse. Please, don't eat me." 
(L) "What are you doing here? Why are you running on my back?" 
The mouse answer. 
(M) "Forgive me, please, Mr. Lion. But I am looking for food. Now, let me go, Mr. Lion. Someday, I may be help you, too." 
The lion laugh loudly.
(L) "HA! HA! HA! How can a little mouse help a big lion? All right. Go quickly. I am not hungry today." 
(M) "Thank you very much, Mr. Lion." The mouse runs away.
A few days later, the lion walks in the forest. But suddenly, he is caught in the net.
(L) "Help! Help! Help me please!"
The lion cries.

The mouse hears his cry and run up the lion.

(M) "What is it?"
(L) "I was caught in the net. Ask somebody to come and help me."

The lion asks the mouse for help.
(M) "But I can help you."

(L) "Oh, mouse, you are so little. You cannot help me."

(M) "Watch!"

The mouse bites the net. It bites and bites it.
Finally, the lion get his body out from the net.

(L) "Now I can get my body out. Oh, little mouse! Thank you very much. You are so little but you are strong."
The lion save his life thanks to the mouse.

Through the food chain, you know the lion is very scary animal. But he save his life through the mouse's big help.
Aha, Little friends too can be great friends for us!

<Elicitation>
What If the lion ate the mouse at that time? What will become of the lion?
