	Aims:

- Main Aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by listening to a discussion on blind dates.

- Secondary Aim: Students will improve their listening skills by worksheets, and listening to a
 dialogue.
- Personal Aim: I want to encourage students to express their ideal person freely, using idioms 
covered in class.

                          I want students to feel comfortable with listening.




	Language Skills:

- Reading : Students need to read the idiom worksheet. 

- Listening : Students need to listen to the speakers' short speeches about themselves and what kind of partner they are looking for. 
- Speaking : Students need to speak while predicting and comparing answers within groups.
- Writing : Students need to write when they take notes on details (dictation) and create the speakers' profile.



	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Students will learn new words from idioms about people's personalities and the various situations
- Grammar: Students can create and answer the sentences using the relative clauses 
(usage of who)
- Phonology: None to discuss
-Functional: Students will be able to express their ideal person through listening to other’s opinion.
- Discourse: None to discuss



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

   - definition of blind date
   - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
   - most students have been on a blind date



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problem
Solution
1. Students age could vary from early 20s through late 40s. They might have a generation gap, and have a different opinion.
1. I will prepare some images of celebrities or different roles in drama that everyone should all know and use them for an example.
2. Students might not catch some words from the script due to the speed.
2. I will play several times, as long as there’s enough time. If not, I’ll play or the certain part, rather than playing all over again. 

3. Students may need more time to work on the idioms. 

3. If it takes longer than 5 minutes, I will explain verbally and hand out the meaning worksheet separately.
4. The class may run out of time.
4. In this case, I will shorten my post activity part, and instead of asking everyone, choose 1 or 2 students to present their work.
5. Students may finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
5. Allow students to talk about their ideal person using 5WH questions. (e.g.- What do you like about this person? Where can you meet/see this person? Etc)

Eliciting and Prediction:
(Board ‘took my breath away’)
Now, can anyone guess what ‘took my breath away’ means?

(Ss answers , teacher corrects it if necessary)

We call this kind of expression an ‘Idiom’
An idiom is an expression whose sense is not predictable from its literal meaning.
CCQs
1. Are Idioms easy to guess? No.

2. Are Idioms hard to guess? Yes.

Before we start, let’s match some idioms with its meaning.

I. Idioms
Instructions

In groups of two. 

You are going to match the sentences and the idioms. Please write alphabets beside numbers. 

You have 4 minutes to do this activity.

(Hand out the worksheet)

Alright, and this time, we are going to listen for couple of times more, and try to fill out the information about each speaker. You are going to be working individually.

ICQs

Are you working individually?

(Distribute Listening Worksheet)

(Play tracks 1 through 4) X2

Tell me one thing about speaker #1. 

(Allow Ss to take turns to answer)

This time, I want you in groups of 4 to create and complete a profile of speaker # 2 and #3. You should include the details based on what you heard from the CD. You have 5 minutes.

Ready, and begin!

Monitor the Students. Be flexible with time. 

1 minute left.

30 seconds left. 

And, time’s up! 

 Alright. So let’s see who knows more about your speaker. 

(Elect one student from each team and let them summarize about the speakers)
