	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1. Students may have trouble understanding the words addict and addiction  
· Give them the example of the words.  e.g.) explain and explanation, etc.
2. Students may complete the main tasks earlier than anticipated,
· Ask them to discuss more about their ideas
3. Students may take more time to complete the activities than previously expected.

· Assign the post activity writing task as a home work assignment
