	Aims:  1) Main Aim : To enhance Ss’ grammatical sense in future tense in English by talking about their future plan.
2) Secondary Aim : Ss will learn to express their plans by making their own statements and by playing a speed game by groups.
3) Personal Aim : I want to give Ss clearer ICQ’s and CCQ’s right on time.

I need to make Ss understand my demonstration more clearly. 


	Language Skills
1) Reading: Ss will read sentences and paragraphs with blanks on a worksheet. 

2) Speaking: Ss will answer to T’s questions and talk about their future plan.
3) Listening: Ss will listen to the other Ss’ plans carefully.
4) Writing: Ss will fill out worksheets and make their own statements.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: expressions like ‘will’, ‘be going to’ 
- Function: Listening to others’ statements / Guessing and filling in the blanks in a worksheet
                 Expressing their plans in the future
- Structure: Future tense
- Phonology: none to discuss

- Discourse: making Ss’ own expressions which are appropriate for the classroom


	Assumptions  - Ss are upper-intermediate level.

- Most of Ss have already known to make sentences showing their plans.
- Ss are able to guess others’ plan with TPR.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Ss may not know how to distinguish differences between ‘will’ and ‘be going to’ (Give Ss clearer demonstration and an example  
- If the planned lesson is finished earlier,
  (Give Ss more time to do the post-activity

	<Eliciting and Prediction>

Well, I’m going to show you some pictures. 
(1st picture – back to the future)

It’s a movie poster.

Do you know this movie?

(Ss answer)

And what is this picture about?

(2nd pic – a beautiful scenery in New York city)

And this.

(3rd pic – A nuclear explosion)

What about this?
Yes. New York City would be devastated by a nuclear bomb. It’s disaster.

Can you guess today’s topic?

We call the time which we are experiencing is present now.
What do we call a time which does not come?
Right. Future.

CCQ
Is future the time you already spent?(No)

Is future the time you have not spent yet? (yes)

Excellent.

[Activity #1]
<Demonstration>
When we make a prediction in the future, we use the expressions either ‘be going to’ or ‘will’.

But there’s a slight difference between them.

Let me give you examples.

(Example paper # 1)
Can we use ‘will’ instead of ‘be going to’ in this sentence?(No)

No. Because painting is B’s prior plan. We should use ‘be going to’ when something is planned in advance. 

(Example paper # 2)
In this example, B feels sure about the teacher’s willingness to help. So we should use ‘will’ when we express willingness or volunteering mind to something.

<Instruction>
Now I’m going to give you a worksheet to fill in the blanks with the right one between ‘be going to’ and ‘will’. And I don’t want you to share it with your classmates. You’ll get only 2 min. You can start when I say go.

ICQ

So, what are you going to do?

(Ss answer)

How many minutes do you have?

(Ss answer)

Are you working individually?(Yes)

Are you going to start when I give you the paper?(No) 

 (Distributing papers)

Alright. Go.

1 minute left….. 30 second.

Time’s up.

 (Asking each student the answers)

So, what are you going to do?

(Ss answer)

How many minutes do you have?

(Ss answer)

Are you working individually?(No)
Get set…Go.

Time’s up.

(Check Ss’ answers) 

Excellent job, you guys.

<Grouping>
Alright. All of you guys did a great job. Choose only one chocolate in my hand. Anything you want. 

(But grouping is done with FUTURE and PLAN)

<Demonstration and Instruction>
